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A real "Texas sight" Is the 
only way to describe the domed 
stadium being constructed In 
Houston. Only In Texas could 
such a thing have ever been 
Imagined, much less made a 
reality.

We visited the stadium while 
at the Texas I'ress Association 
convention the past weekend. 
We also visited NASA (theman­
ned spacecraft center), but 
compared to the domed stadium, 
the space center was plain.

After all, we've seen the 
space program evolve, follow­
ing each launching as it Is tele­
vised nationwide. We think that 
the space program Is In pretty 
good shape, and have come to 
accept orbits by the astronauts 
as "everyday occurrences."

But the domed stadium — 

we're calling It the "Fighth 
W under of the World."

Where else but InTexas would 

man conceive the Idea of build­
ing a stadium large enough for 
baseball and football with a 
dome to shut out the rain and 
air-condition the stadium to 
combat the heat?

Don't get the wrong Idea, 
though. Houston's domed sta­
dium will not be used only for 
sporting events. They have 
plans for making It a year- 
round center, available for any­
thing which the promoters think 
will draw a crowd suitable for 
using the stadium.

For instance. Judge Ro\ Hof- 
helnz, who has been the 
"father" of the stadium, states 
that Houston Is making a bid 
to hold not one but both national 
political conventions In the 
stadium In 1968, under one big 
roof.

And a "big roof" It Is. Those 

of you who have seen Lubbock 
Municipal Coliseum might pic­
ture that structure as being an 
average orange, cut in half. The 
Houston stadium, then, might be 
thought of as being a grapefruit 
half, housing the orange half 
with plenty of room to spare.

Seats In the huge structure, 
not unlike the Lubbock 
coliseum, will all be "good.” 
Every seat. Judge Hofhelnz 
points out. will face the SO-y ard 
line or second base as the case 
may be.

"Since your seat faces the 
center of the action, you natur­
ally have the feeling that you 
have the best seat In the house 
and everyone else Is Just a bit 
off-center," the Houston pro­
moter said.

When completed, the stadium 

will not only be Ideal for football 
and baseball, but will contain 
the largest enclosed area for 
track meets In the world. Also, 
five basketball games could be 
played on five Individual courts 
at the same time.

plans are In the making to 
move the Houston Fat Stock 
show Into the domed stadium for 
Its annual exposition. An adjac­
ent building, which will cover 
eight square city blocks Itself, 
will add to the space for ex­
hibits for such an event, and 
give both buildings a^lmmense 
floor space.

Pheasant Protection
Jack Fatter son, president of 

the Farmer County Game Man­
agement Association, tirved 
county wheat farmers this week 
not to burn their wheat stubble, 
at the risk of killing the coun­
ty’s new pheasant crop.

” 1 saw two broods of pheas­
ants while cutting my wheat. 
The\ were Just big enough to 
get out of the way of the com­
bine, but would not survive 
a wheat stubble fire.” Patter­
son ventured.

The counts game management 
president pointed out that the 
survival of these new birds was 
a vital element In the pheasant 
stocking program. He said that 
apparently there were some 
good-sized broods from the 
spring hatchings.

"I couldn’t see them all, but 
the two broods I saw had some­
where from 10 to 15 babies.”

Patterson said. "Of course, 
burning wheat atuhble la not a 
good practice envwev. and may­
be this will discourage some 
who might otherwise burn their 
stubble,”  he added.

Some 1900 pheasants were 
turned loose In Parmer county 
last fall, purchased by the farm­
ers and ranchers of the area. 
About 2?0 were released the 
previous fall, and many game 
enthusiasts have hern releasing 
the birds for some time.

Wheat Harvest May 
Hr Short In Huration

The wheat harvest IntheFrt- 
ona area was ‘‘over the hump** 
by the middle of the week, wtth 
most observers predicting It to 
be finished within a week If the 
Ideal harvesting conditions con­
tinued.

W 1th a reprieve from the 
weather, farmers took to the 
fields bent on getting the crop 
to market. Most Irrigated wheat 
is making a fair vleld, although 
dry land Is as expected ver . low.

••We're getting some of the 
driest wheat we*ve ever re ­
ceived. Irrigated wheat Is aver, 
aging from 33 to 68 bushels," 
said Arthur Drake at Frlona 
Whaat Growers.

r*ake Indicated that Ms ele­
vator would probablv handle

about the same volume as It 
did last year.

Some flalds experienced hall 
and wind damage from the re­
cent storms, but this rvpe of 
damage did not nearl . approach 
last spring's hall damage.

Breach ranflll at Con­
tinental Grain Corr.psn.. said he 
thought this .ear’s crop would 
beat last year's. An average of 
around 58 bushels was the best 
report he had heard.

Jack Tomlin at West Frlona 
Crain ventured on Wednesday 
that the harvest was 60 to "5 
per cent complete. "The wheat 
Is actually doing better than 
most people expected,’* Tom­
lin said. Ha cited Clyde

Weatherly as making close to 
60 bushels per sere on s 103- 
acre plot.

Another few days should see 
the harvest virtually com­
pleted. Tomlin stated. He said 
the rains received two week­
ends back probablv helped In 
many Instances.

"It kept the farmers out of 
the fields, and allowed the wheat
to day and m ature.** Tomlin 
said.

Other top yields which have 
been reported Include averages 
of 65 to 68 bushels per acre 
by Jtm Mears and 64 bushels 
by Gordon Massey. Both of 
these fields are southeast of 
Frlona.

For energy and pep at any

Milk Is high In protein, min­
erals, and vitamins In propor­
tion to calories, thus helping 
the Individual to use some of 
the energy that would go to fat. 
Proteins digest slowly, and help 
keep people from becoming 
hungry.

In a cup or glass of skim 
milk — fresh or reconstituted 
nonfat dry milk — or butter­
milk. there tre  only 90 calor­
ies, and In s cup of whole 
fluid milk there are only 165. 
Calorie --  watchers may choose

skim milk, either fluid or drv, 
or buttermilk, and get all the 
nutrients In milk except fat and 
vitamin A. The latter r ay be 
supplied by deep green or yel­
low vegetables.

Keep vour milk supply pure 
and fresh. Key words to remem­
ber are clean, cold, covered and 
dark. Put the milk In the re­
frigerator as soon as possible 
to keep the flavor sweet and 
preserve valuable nutrients. 
The refrigerator temperature 
should be under 40 degrees 
Fahrenheit. Close the contain­
er after use to make sure the 
good flavor stays In the milk. 
Milk tastes best when It Is 
good and cold, served directly 
from the refrigerator.

W e can exp?ct lnsacts to start 
’ ulldlnj up In the iecotto/t'le.di 
again as soj.l as we hivs some­
thing there for them to live on. 
Thrlps, which slow the plant’s 
growth and can cause the cotton 
plant pi be malformed and shed 
the small squares, are fairly 
prevalent this year, Dimngs Is 
ch»racter;seJ by wilted, de 
formed and blackened leaves. 
Silvering of the lower leaf sur­
face also Is common. Control 
measures should begin as soon 
as damage Is apparent.

We have Insect guides thit 
list the recommended Insecti­
cides, and pounds of In­
secticides per acre to be ap. 
piled for all crops. These guides 
are free by com'ng In or call 
the county agent’s office, 481- 
3619 and we will send you the 
necessary guides.

All Insecticides are poison­
ous, some are much more 
poisonous than others, and pre­
cautions for use of all Insecti­
cides should be followed 
closely. Such things as dosage, 
dm. and rate o ' application, 
crops or llvurock which are to 
be traaied and wilting periods 
between treatment and harvest 
should be completely under­
stood and followed.

Insecdcldes are essential In 
today's agriculture, but they 
can be hazardous If used care- 
less’y.
