it produced was substantiated by
department of agriculture statis-

lion bushels of the grain disappeared
in 1943 against harvesting of 850
million bushels.

Support Egg Prices

Continuing its policy of support-
ing egg prices at parity, the War
Food administration announced that
it would pay an average of 30 cents
per dozen for the period ending
April 15.

Since January 1, WFA bought the
