Willkie Quits

Stormy petrel of the Republican
party since 1940, big, blustery Wen-
dell Willkie withdrew his bid for
leadership of the GOP, while New
York's Gov. Thomas E. Dewey was
assuming the position through a pop-
ular draft.

Willkie's sudden demise and Dew-
ey's ascension were occasioned by
progressive Wisconsin's elections for
delegates to the Republican national
convention in Chicago, June 26. Al-
though Willkie actively campaigned
through the state, he failed to win
even one delegate, while Dewey, who
had asked that his name be with-
drawn from the election, won 18.

Since Wisconsin has long been not-
ed for its liberalism, Willkie delib-
erately selected it as the grounds
for a test of Republican senmliment,
basing his bid for delegates on a
program for heavier war sacrifices
and extensive U. S. cooperation in
world affairs.
