Big Allied Winter Push Aims 
At Heart of German Industry;

Using Iheir luperior forces to pre­

vent th.e Germans from building up 
strength fur next year, the Allies 
launched an all.out drive against the 
enemy'i west wall, moving forward 
toward the vital industrial Ruhr and 
Rhineland despite wintry weather.

Although they had anticipated a 
general ofTensive. the Germans con­
ceded the Allies’ superiority, stat­
ing that until their vaunted new 
weapons could be delivered to the 
front, their troops would have to 
rely on their spirit to stay in the 
flght

As the Allied attack got underway, 
the British 2nd army striking in 
southeastern Holland stood only 37 
miles from Dui.sberg. the U S 9th 
hitting to the Tommies' south was 
31 miles from Dus.svldorf. the U S. 
1st twinging below Aachen was 28 
miles from Cologne: the U. S 3rd 
working past Metz was 134 miles 
from the Saar, and the U. S. 7th 
and French 1st were 40 miles from 
Bavaria.

Focal points of the attack cen­
tered in the U. S. 9lh and 1st army 
fronts, where swarms of .Allied 
heavy bombers supported by fighter- 
planes dropped thousands i.f tons of

With President RoosevcU. Prime .Minister Churchill and Marshal Stalin 
scbednled to meet soon, there again has been a resnmptioa af disenssioa 
as ta the future disposition at Germany.

Aid Homesteading
A* a result of a homesteading pro­

gram financed by the board of na­
tional missions of tne Presbyterian 
church, farm families are settling on 
property purchased on extended 
terms of 30 years, with down pay- 
ment.s deferred from one to three 
years, if practicable.

In addition to homesteading, 
funds may be used for the aequl- 
sitiun of forest lands far tha 
bcueflt of the whole eommnnily, 
or for loans to improve homo 
and farm aqnipmont. Funds also 
have been utilised tor awakon- 
ing interest in farm ownership 
through the provision of goneial 
eduration in proper fam iug 
methods and advieo in seleating 
snilablo eropt.
Under the homesteading pro­

gram, an aoplication is approved by 
the pastor and three elders of the 
church, with the prospective owner 
agreeing to cultivate the land and 
raise self-supporting ciops. Starting 
modestly, the program has grows 
steadily.

Farm Values
Despite increases in the value of 

farm 1-ind xince the outbreak of the 
war. the over-all situation remains 
spotty, with prices reaching irflj- 
tionary proportions in some see- 
tions while rising to fair figures in 
others unduly depri-oiated during de­
pression years.

Considered in all its aspects, 
farming has risen from a 49 to a 
7U billion dollar industry since the 
war began, witn value of land and 
buildings totalling ovtr 45 billicn 
dollars, crop and livestock inven­
tories over 15 billion dollars, and 
liquid capital about 12 billion dol­
lars.

Making good use of wartime pros­
perity, farmers have whittled mort­
gage debts down nearly a billi.tn dol­
lars since 1939, with the figure now 
standing at about S ': billion dollars.

W u  Bonds First Thonghl of Battle-Weary Tinian 
Warriors When Paymaster Arrives Alter Battle

/■

Corporal Elton (Red) Jones, for­
mer McCamey saddlemaker, now 
with the fighting Seventh Division 
uf Attu and KUka fame, is here on 
furlough after 31 months in the 
Southwest Pacific, during which 
time he took part m D-day opera­
tions in the Marshalls. Saipan and 
Tinian.

When asked what experience im­
pressed him most of all while push­
ing the Nippos toward Tokyo, he 
said, “ I saw a lot of things and tot'k 
part in some rough scraps. I'll never 
forget them. But the sight of bat­
tle-weary buddies buying War 
Bonds on Tinian w ill stick with me 
as long as I live.

“ It was like this," Jones contin­
ued. “ We hadn't been paid lor sev­
eral months because the paymasters 
couldn't catch up with us. They fi­
nally caught up with us on Tinian 
and the boys, every last one of 
them, turned that money into War 
Bonds'"

Jmes said that the Japs are first- 
class jungle fighters with an excel- 
li»nt camoflauge system. “ I never 
kw a Jap afraid to die." he said.
The fighting corporal then told 

o f many of his experiences in the 
far Pacific, controlled by the Jap­
anese for so long a time Excluding 
censorable statements, this is what 
he had to say:

“The Koreans on Tinian and Sai­
pan were very friendly once they 
were behind our lines They were 
the hardest workers I ve ever seen 
and the Korean children are just 
about the smartest teen-agers in 
the world.

‘The natives said O X  . Mac' for 
everything. Everybody was Mac to 
;hem, and theyknew what 'O K 
m i ^ t t

'■ * e y  live under primitive con- 
ditioiy Two-whe»-l carts pulled by 
oxen are their only means of trans­
portation, and their farming equip­
ment is antique.

“There are no chmneys on the 
houses. They cook on an ‘open fire­
box', covered by a metal grate sim­
ilar to those used on our barbecue 
pits. The smoke from these boxes 
billows out in the room in which 
they are cooking. The ceilings arc 
always smoke-blackened.

“ A  funny thing,”  Jones continu­
ed. "we found a number of Jap sol­
diers and civirians in caves on T i­
nian. They must have been in those 
caves for a long time, for when they 
came out they were bleached white 
I particularly remember two men. 
a woman and a THtle bov; when 
they came out into the sun they 
were bleached as white as Ameri­
cans

“W’hile we were on Saipan,“

Joiu's relatt'd, ' the Japs used to 
se-nd two planes over just at dusk 
every night. We called one "Wash­
ing Machine Johnnie" and llie other 
Saipan Sam.. They weren't very- 
dangerous because we hit our fox­
holes when they were directly 
overhead, but they had a certain 
nui.sance value Washing Machine 
Johnnie came over one night anti 
got shot down It was like a Fourth 
of July party Everybody on the 
IS.and cheered and whot'ped.

“We couldn't pick up American 
brt>adcasting stations on Saipan." 
Jones said, "so we always tuned in 
on Tokyo Rose's 'Zero Hour’. Rose 
was good. She called us the ‘Bone- 
heads of the Pacific’ and 'Her Fa­
vorite enemies on Saipan' We used 
to make bets on whether she was 
a renegade American gal or an 
American-educated Japanese I 
don't recall any of those bets being 
won either way.

When Tokyo Rose went off the 
air at 8 30 Saipan time. Orphan 
Ann came on the air. Annie sang to 
us for 30 minutes. We liked her. be­
cause she sang some of the old fa­
vorites of the early 20's. She did 
imitations of our favorite singing 
stars, too. but it wasn’t so hot.”

Jones said that Betty Hutton and 
her troupe entertained the boys on 
Saipan before he left for ihe States. 
Betty was very popular.

Tfie former saddlemaker entered 
the .Army on March 3, 1941 Trained 
at Ft Bliss and Camp Roberts, he 
was sent to the Southwest Pacific 
in May 1942.
