Leave It to the Slates
Gov. Andrew Schocppel of 

Kansas, chairman of the Intcr- 
,state Oil Compact Commission, 
spoke out in meeting recently 
for effective state and local gov­
ernment. Says the governor:

•^Practically every American 
recognizes that whatever can lie 
most effectively done by the 
state or local government should 
not be attempted by the federal 
government.

"By demonstrating the ability 
and willingness of the states to 
perform these functions, the In­
terstate Oil Compact Commission 
hp.s preseiwed one of the valuable 
principles of American govern­
ment—that of retaining in the 
states all the power that is not 
necessary to the federal govern­
ment for national defense and 
for the common good.”

To prepare your cows for a quick letdown o f 
milk, first imussagc the udder vigorously for 20 
aeconds v/ilh a very warm cloth (130° F .), wrung 
out o f a chlorine (250 parts per million) solution. 
.Second, draw two or throe streanna from each 
quarter into .a strip cu p—wl ich re moves milk o f 
high bacterial count and perm iu inspection for 
abnormal milk indicating mastitis. These two 
steps stimulate the cow's milk glands and cause 
her to let down in about 40 seconds. Milking 
Khouid be .started witliin a minute after udder 
nuLssage and tinadied within four minutes, includ­
ing brief stripinng either by hand or machine. It 
is good practice to t.terilize teat cups in a chlorine 
solution after each taiw Ls milked.
