Buy one police cruise car capable of reaching McCamey or Ran­

kin within fifteen minutes ;n tunc of emergency.

Equip this car with two-day radio.

A.v.<ign two men to the cruise car, one man to remain in car at 

all times while on duty, except whe nmaking arrests.

Install two-way radios in the Sheriff’s offices in McCamey and 

F.ankin

Assign an office deputy to each office, to remain on duty until 

relieved.

Establish exchange with the law enforcement agencies of sur­

rounding counties on a common radio frequency.

The advantages of the above plan are self-explanatory.

The cost would be negligible compared with the benefits if our 

County and City governments will cooperate in the matter of salaries 

and expenses. I believe that only ONE additional officer would be 

required.

If action is not taken before the coming election, and if I am 

elected to the office of County Judge, I will bend every effort to in­

augurate such a law enforcement system as that described above.
