M erchants in th e  com m unity 
r.re persuaded to take  large ad ­
vertisem ents in the book, and 
even tua lly  the books a re  dcliv- 
erad. But, the m anagers ask. a f­
te r  these un.suspecting pcoj-le 
pay big money to get the ir sons' 
w ar records into p rin t, w ho ever 
reads the books?

The m ail box th ief today spe- 
ci-alizes in governm ent checks, 
say the m anagers. This operator 
generally  cleans out the m ail box, 
using  th e  le tte rs thus obtained  as 
identification  w hen cashing the 
sto len  checks. He usually  m akes 
a sm all purchase as an  excuse for 
passing the check. In  one case 
reported , he was accom panied by 
a  sm all boy who, passing as his 
son, disspelled all suspicion.

S w indlers posing as veterans 
are  p articu la rly  active as sub­
scrip tion  solicitors.
