Any treatment or cori'ection of 
defects advised by the doctor 
should be undertaken immedi­
ately in order that the child may 
enter school in the best possible 
phj'sical condition.

"During the war, ceiling prices 
on crude oil weie held at prewai 
levels despite the great increase 
that occurred in the costs of find­
ing and pimluciiig oil. Since 
1941 labor costs have advanced 
50 per cent, costs of exploration 
and drilling have more than dou­
bled. and costs of materials and 
services have risen sharply. In 
view of these higher costs, se\- 
cral Congressional committees, 
the Pet''oleum Administration for 
War, and the OPA Advisory Com­
mittee all recommended repeat­
edly months ago an increase of 
35c- per barrel for crude oil a- 
bove 1941 prices. OPA finally 
granted an inadequate increase 
of 10c a Iwrrel in April, 1946. In 
extending price controls, Con-

I gress acted to release petroleum 
I from regulation, because supply 
I is adequate to meet demand. It 
I IS now possible to advance prices 
to the level that OPA should have 
authorized long ago. Prices re­
lated to costs will serve the pub­
lic intcicst by stimulating explo­
ration and development to pro­
vide for the future the increasing 
quantities of oil needed for civ­
ilian use and national security.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE

LEGIFLATCRE O F T H E
STATE OF TEXAS
Section 1. That Article 16 of 

the Conrtitution of the Stati- of 
Texas be amended by adding 
thereto Section 62. which shall 
read as follows;

"Si-c. 62 (a). Tlie Legislature 
shall nave the right to levy taxes 
to provide a Retirement, Disabil­
ity and Death Compensation 
Fund for the appointive officers 
and employees of the State; pro­
vided that the amount contrib­
uted by the State to such Fund 
shall equal the amount paid for 
the same purpose from the in­
come of each such person, and 
shall not exceed at any time five 
per centum (S'; ) of the compen­
sation paid to each such person 
by the State, and shall in no one 
year exceed the sum of One 
Hundred and Eighty Dollars 
($180) for any such person.

"A ll funds provided from the 
compi-n.'ation of such person, or 
by the State of Texas, for such 
Retirement, Disability and Death 
Compensation Fund, as are re­
ceived by the Treasury of the 
State of Texas, shall be invested 
in bonds of the United States, the 
State of Texas, or counties or 
cities of this State, or in bonds 
issued by any agency of the Unit­
ed States Government, the pay­
ment of the principal of and in­
terest on which is guaranteed by 
the United States, provided that 
a sufficient amount of said funds 
shall be kept on hand to meet 
the immediate payment of the 
amount likely to become due 
each year out of said Fund, such

amount of funds to be kept on 
hand to be determined by the 
agency which may be provided 
by law to administer said Fund; 
and provided that the recipients 
of benefits from said Fund shall i 
not be eligible for any other pen-1 
sion retirement funds or district i 
aid from the State of Texas, un­
less the Fund, the creation of 
which is provided for herein, con­
tributed by the State, is released 
to the State of Texas as a condi­
tion to leceiving such other pen­
sion aid.
