The fact is that near-
ly 50 per cent of the patients en-
tering hospitals for mental disor-
dersders are there because of or-
ganic or toxic causes.

For example, general paralysis
is the direct cause of one-fifth
of the mental trouble in males
entering hospitals and one-tenth
of the disorder for all groups.
This condition is an organic dis-
ease of the brain due to the germ
i responsible for syphilis. It is a
preventable disease. Early and
effective treatment of acquired
syphilis will block the end re-
sults of general paralysis in the
! insane.

i The excessive use &f alcohol
! is responsible for a number of

mental disorders, at least in the
! males. Alcohol and syphilis com-
bined are responsible for approx-
imately one-fifth of the hospital-
ized insanities, Nevertheless,
{ improper living habits continue
to impair many brains. Insuffici-
ent sleep, neglect of bodily care
and an over forcing of nervous
energy are the pitfalls to avoid
in this connection.
