On Portable Corrals

A patent has been awarded to
PBruce and Ira Bruce Parr on
the livestock panels which they
have been making under the
name of *‘Parr Portable Cor-
rals,"” 1t {s announced by the
LS, Patent Office,

The Parrs were granted their
patent on September 7, The pa-

tent was filed November 8,
1963,
A story about the livestock

panels appeared in a Septem-
ber S, 1963 issue of the Friona
Star,

The Parrs developed the
portable fencing more out of
necessity than anything else.
“We couldn't find the type of
coupling we were wanting, so
we just devised what we were
looking for,'" Bruce told the Star
at that time,

Parr points out that the hinge
on the individual panels is the
key to the new concept. De-
veloped by himself and his son
Ira, the hinges are so con-
structed that any end of any
panel may be fastened to any
union of any two other panels,

It 1s possible to connect as

many as six panels at any one
union, it was pointed out,

Framework for the panels
is standard one and one.quar-
ter inch pipe, The framework
around the gates 1s one and one-
half inch pipe, The covering is
either four Inch by four inch
four guage or six inch by six
inch six guage galvanized mesh,
The pens are as effective as
permanent pens, and no posts
or stakes are required, the
Parrs emphasize,

Another aspectof the portable
pens is that they make cleaning
a simple matter, The individual
panels may be removed for eas-
fer cleaning, or the entire cor-
ral may be moved, “If man
puts up a permanent corral,
sooner or later he i{s going to
have a cleaning expense,'' Parr
sald,

The panels are highly porta-
ble, and are adaptable to al-
most any situation, Where the
Parr panels may be hooked as
many as six panels at any union,
conventional panels usually al-
low just two panels to be hook-

Studies at the South Plains
Research and Fxtension Cen-
ter undertaken in cooperation
with Plains Cotton Growers,
Inc,, serve as a basis for these
statements,

In a 1962 test to learn ef-
fects of timing of harvest-aid
chemicals researchers
center applied the chemicals at
four stages of growth using
per cent of open bolls as a guide
to time of application, The
tests were run on mid-May
planted cotton,

Results were as follows: Ap-
plied when nine per cent of the
bolls were open, lint yleld was
741 pounds worth $209 per acre,
when 46 per cent open, lint
yleld was 791 pounds wort!
$252 per acre; and when de
follated by frost when 92 pe:
