the championship.

The Antelopes have a solid team, and like Frlona, seen 
to have reached their peak for the season. They have a better 
season record, having lost only to Post In non-conference play 
for a 6-1 ledger,

Frlona, meanwhile, has battled back from a 1-4 start to 
currently read 3-4 for the season, and entertains hopes of 
squaring off Its season record at 4-4.

Abernathy has balanced attack led by letterman quarter­
back Lane Wade, who la dangerous on the run-pass option. 
With Wade and halfback Mike Tannahlll, the Antelopes have 
easily as much speed as Lockney's two halfbacks possess­
ed, and In addition can call upon another speedy back, Rich­
ard Hall.

$947,868,77 over the figure of

1964.

Demand deposits stood at $5,- 
384,053.15. This was a 17.5 
per cent gain over the cor­
responding figure of $4,583,- 
'69.00 reported on October 1

of 1964, a gain of $801,284.15.
Savings deposits showed a 

slightly smaller percentage 
gain, from $9*0,488.40 In 1964 
to $1,108,073.02 this year, an

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Chiefs Upset Favored 
Longhorns

In T h r i l l e r
The Lockney Longhorns were 

supposed to beat the Frlona 
Chieftains last E rlday, accord­
ing to most of the people “ In the 
know."

However, the Chiefs regarded 
the game being as much theirs 
as Lockney’s, and made off with 
a 12-' win In a thrill packed 
District 3- A A contest. It was, 
by the way, the first win for 
Frlona at their new football sta­
dium after two previous tries.

Fans could tell at the very 
outset that the game was getting 
to be one of suspense. Frlona, 
after waiting five minutes for 
the Longhorns to take the field 
for the scheduled ~;30 kickoff, 
recovered the short kickoff 
after It bounded away from the 
Lockney short man who tried to 
field It.

However, the Chieftains fum­
bled on their flrstoffenslve try, 
anil lockney got the ball back.

The Frlonans were to get yet 
another break In a few min­
utes. though. After holding 
Lockney Id a yard loss In three 
tries and forcing a punt, the 
Chiefs took advantage of a high 
punt which netted seven yards 
to the mld-fleld stripe.

This time Frlona made the 
most of the situation. Larry 
Johnson raced 12 yards for a 
first down at the Lockney 32. 
Then, after Joe Mabry had pick­
ed up six yards. It was John­
son for seven and another first 
down at the Lockney 19.

Tackle - turned - fullback Ray 
Praxton carried for five and two 
yards, the latter being on a 
third- and-rwo situation which 
cave Frlona first and goal at 
the Lockney nine,

Mabry and Johnson divided 
the nine yards In three running 
plays, with Mabry carrying on 
first and third down and gain­
ing the touchdown on his latter 
carry, much to the approval of 
most of the 2,000 fans In attend­
ance.

Usual extra point-kicker Bob 
Sims was sidelined with a knee 
Injury, so the Chiefs tried for 
two points running, and It fail­
ed. Frlona fans sensed that this 
might bring trouble later, but It 
w as overshadowed at {lie time by 
the 6-0 Chieftain Ip-uT^th only 
5:55 gone in the game.

knother Gene Weatherly 
kickoff which was slammed 
straight at a Lockney lineman 
was recovered this time by the 
Longhorns at their 45. Lock­
ney then drove for two first 
downs, pushing the ball to the 
Frlona 15.

However, the Chieftain de­
fense dug In, and on a fourth 
and seven play from the IT, 
Lockney’s Neill Mitchell »*i 
stacked up for a scant two- 
yard gain, and Frlona took over.

The Chiefs then began their 
best sustained drive of the en­
tire season. Mabry slashed 
through for 10 yards and John­
son made 12 In successive 
plays. The two combined to 
give Frlona a first down at mld- 
fleld, as the first quarter came 
to a close.

(.quarterback Lonnie Fills ran 
four yards to give the team a 
first down at the Lockney 40, 
and It was big Ray Braxton who 
cave the team new life with a 
three-yard plunge to the 28 a 
few plays later.

Mabry and Johnson took turns 
carrying the pigskin for the next 
six plays, ami It resulted In two 
first downs for Frlona, the last 
one making It first and goal at 
the Longhorn seven. A five- 
yard penalty threatened to sty­
mie the drive, but Fills ran for 
seven, Mabry four and f Ilia 
punched thg ball across on a 
one-yard plunge on third down, 
and Frlona fans went wild.

The conversion try by running 
again failed, but Frlona led 12-0 
midway of the second quarter, 
and that was all that mattered.

Frlona fought the clock for 
another possible score In the 
first half, except that the score- 
board clock wasn’t the opponent, 
having conked out at the start 
of the period.

Terry Fite Intercepted a Dale 
Gallow ay pass, giving the ball to 
Frlona. Fills then threw a pass 
which TravlsC.raves and hi- de­
fender bouth got their hands on 
simultaneously, with the catch 
going to the player onoffense. In 
this case Graves.

This put the ball at Lockney’s 
43. F Ills then gave the team a 
first down at the 31 with a six- 
yard scar per on the keeper 
pfay. Three plays'later, with

time running out In the first 
half, Gene Weatherly attempted 
a field goal which would have 
measured 41 yards, but It fell 
short.

Lockney was again tardy 
coming out for the second half 
kickoff, and this time the offi­
cials marched a 15 -  yard 
penalty, causing the Longhorns 
to kick off from their 2S-\ard 
line. Bobby Jordan returned It 
to the Lockney 48, giving Frlona 
good field position.

The team faced a crisis s 
moments later, facing fourth 
down and a yard to go at the 
Lockney 39. Braxton bulled 
through for three yards and s 
first down to the 3b. However, 
at thl« point penalties began to 
plague the Chiefs, and were to 
keep them from scoring the rest 
of the game.

Johnson ran II yards to the 
Lockney 25, but a lS-yard pen­
alty set the ball back to the 40. 
for a first and 25. The Chiefs 
actually made 21 yards In four 
plays, but had to surrender the 
bsli at the Lockney 20.

Then after again holding the 
•Horns and forcing a punt, Frl­
ona had another potential scor­
ing drive, aided thl* time by a 
15-yard personal foul penalty 
against Lockney on the punt.

Frlona took over on the Long­
horn 35, from which Johnson 
and Fills gave the team a first 
down at the 19. Braxton then 
made 12-yards In two succes­
sive carries to the seven, but a 
15-yard holding penalty pushed 
the team back to the 25, from 
where It was first and goal.

This again was too much to 
' overcome In four plays, so the 

team again elected to try a 
field goal from the 25. but this 
time the kick was blocked and 
Lockney took over.

Following an exchange of the 
ball each way, Lockney had Its 
only scoring drive of the night. 
The Longhorns took over on 
their own AA-yard line. \ third 
down play found Galloway pass­
ing to speedy I ugene Mathis, 
who almost went all the way be­
fore being stopped at the Frl­
ona six after a 35-yard gain.

The I onghorns scored on the 
swvtid p|»yfforbthispoint,with 
Neill Mitchell going over Iron

the three. Galloway booted the 
extra point which Just barely 
was good, and Lockney w as defi­
nitely back In the game at 12-7 
with b;22 left In the contest.

The Chiefs picked up s first 
down at their 44, after Braxton 
returned the kickoff to his 32. 
They would have liked to have 
held onto the ball and ran out 
the clock, and might have, ex­
cept one of the Chieftains got to 
“ feeling his oats,”  drawing a 
lS-yard penalty against Frlona 
which almost proved dis­
astrous.

As with the other big penal­
ties In the half, the extra 15 
yards proved too much to make 
against a team of Lockney’s 
calibre, so on fourth down the 
tram was obliged to pum the ball 
back to Lockney, with 2:3* re­
maining to play.

This set the stage for the ex­
citing climax, Lockney, to no 
one’s surprise went to the sir. 
They had the ball on their own 
3ft-yard line. After two straight 
Incomplete passes, the "Horns 
hit on two to push the ball to 
Frlona’s 4 ' with 1:37 left in 
the game.

Frlona went Into “victory de­
fense’’, witling to give up the 
short passes to get sway from a 
long scoring pass. However, the 
Longhorn* made out of the
