Q: What will happen if I do
not make my loan payments?

A: That depends upon the
terms of your loan, the attitude 
of the lender, and the laws of 
the State where the veteran and 
security are located. If payments 
are not made when due, the loan 
is in default and the lender may- 
take .such action as is provided 
in the loan agreement and is 
permitted by the state law and 
by the regulations for guaranty 
and insurance of loans.

Q: Dees V’A make loans or
find a lender for me?

A: VA docs not make leans,
nor does it find a lender for the 
veteran. VA  i.s not permitted to 
make loans W’ ithin the limita­
tions established by law, it guar­
antees or insures the repayment 
of a part of the loans made by the 
lenders to veterans. In addition. 
V’ A pays the lender as a credit on 
the loan 4 per cent of the guaran­
teed portion of the loan. The 
veteran is not required ot repay 
this amount

A: N ' comnns.-iinn, brokerage
;.r l smrU.r i har - mav he made 
again.st the Mtvian for si'curing 
a guaranltcd or insuri il loan. Of 
course, customary out-of-pocket 
fi'i's usually borne by the bor­
rower. such as .ipprai.sal. title I 'X -  

aniination fees and other eosts 
and expenses incident thereto, 
may h - charged against the vet­
eran by the lender, the same as 
against all borrowers.

Q What will happen if 1 do 
net make my loan payments.

A: That dipends upon the
terms of your loan, the attitude 
of the lender, and the law.s of 
the State where the veteran and 
securit.v are located. If payments 
are not made when due, the loan 
is in default and the lender may 
take such action as is provided 
in the loan agreement and is 
permitted by the stale law and 
by the regulations for guaranty 
and insurance of loans.

Q: Decs VA make loans or

find a lender for me?
A: VA  docs not make leans,

nor does it find a lender for the 
veteran. VA  is not permitted to 
make loans. Within the limita­
tions es'.ablishcd by law, it guar­
antees or insures the repayment 
of a part of the loans made by the 
lenders to veterans. In addition, 
V’ A pays the lender as a credit on 
the loan 4 per cent of the Ruai^n- 
tced portion of the loan. The 
veteran is not required ot repay 
this amount.

Who’s the better cook — the 
professional or the amateur?

Judge for yourself on these 
two favorite recipes.

Ernest Byfield (left), the man 
who made the cuisine at Chi­
cago’s Pump Room famous the 
world over, offers Fried Turkey 
Wings Maryland as his entry, 
lake all deep fat frying, he says 
the first requirement is a fat of 
the highest quality.

Here’s the recipe:
Salt and pepper the turkey 

wings, using freshly ground 
black pepper for the best flavor. 
Dip wings into flour, then egg 
beaten with milk, then again 
into flour or sifted crumbs. Cook 
in bland lard at a fairly high 
temperature for 40 minutes.

Byfield says the frying in hot 
lard seals the batter-coated 
wings and retains all the nat- 
tirai juices of the meat.

A recipe which took one of 

the top prizes in Chicago gour-

mets* Key Club contest is of­
fered by Loring Coleman, Chi­
cago socialite and well-known 
amateur chef. Mis recipe is for 
Mock Lobster Bisque, which is 
easy to make and calls for few 
ingrédients. Here they are:
1 can concentrated tomato soup 
1 can concentrated split pea

soup
1 lb. fresh picked crab meat 
Cream or milk from top of bottle 
9 tablespoons sherry wine.

Heat the tomato and split pee 
soup in a three quart double 
boiler until very hot. Blend in 
very slowly an equal amount ot 
cream or milk. Add the crab 
meat and bring up to heat. Just 
before serving add the 9 table­
spoons of sherry, l^'ing back to 
heat and serve. Serves four.

Coleman says the secret lies 
in getting the soups very, very 
hot before blending in the other 
ingredients.

S K IL L F U L L Y
Even the simplest things and telephoning is one o j them— are easier and 
more satisfactory Jor the person u ho knou s the best way to do them and 
then D O E S  them that way.

I f  yon know the right answers to these fou r questions about using the 
telepimne, you 'll have a key to better teleplsnne service.

Q u e s t io n ; What is the best way to an­
swer the telephone?

A n sw e r  .• I t ’s usually best to identify your­
self at once. “ Mr. Hopkins speaking’ ’ 
helps start things o ff right—especially if 
the caller may not recognize your voice. 
I t ’s much better than “ Hello.”

Question.■ Can the person I ’m calling 
hear me better if I talk loudly?

A.nswer; I t ’s better to speak in a normal 
voice—clearly and distinctly—with your 
lips about a half inch from the transmitter.

Q u e s t io n ; Can I get the operator's at­
tention faster by “ jiggling”  the receiver 
hook up and down rapidly?

A n s w e r ; No! When you move the hock 
too fast, it often brings in no signal at all. 
Move it slowly for better results.

Q u e s t io n ; When I ’m talking on a party 
line, how do I  know if  another party 
wants to call?

Answer; You may hear him lift the re­
ceiver. I f  so, the neighborly thing to do is 
finish your conversation as sewn as con­
venient so he can make his call.
