W HAT HAS HAPPENED TO THE DOLLAB?
Labors drive for ever-uiu^asm»’ waives, without com- 

1 en.satory incrca.ses in production, is a tragic example of eco­
nomic futility.

A pictoiiram of the United States News vividly demon­
strates what has happtmed to the American dollar. In terms 
e>f purchasing powei, an income that had a net worth of $12,500 
in 1939 is worth only $1.535 now. An income that was worth 
$4.952. after taxes, in 1939, is worth only $2.815 now. So it 
goes, up and down an income scale.

This is not, of course, entirely the result of increased 
wages Mary other factors, notably taxation and prodigal 
government spending, must bear their share of responsibility. 
But It IS an obvious fact that the cost of labor represents a 
very large proportion of almost everything produced in this 
country

In the past, we raised wages and lowed prices. We ac­
complished that because output per man increased along wnth 
pay. Since the war, the exact opposite has occurred. Most 
basic mdustiies report that, while wages are much higher 
than before, production per man-hour is lower. The conse- 
ouence of that can be expressed in one word—inflation.

The real interest of labor lies in job security—and in the 
purchasing power of the dollar In self-defense, if for no 
ether motive, labor must coopierate with management to get 
the goods out. to increase production, and to so control prices. 
Endless wage demands coupled with decreased production 
per man spell ruin for the American economy. That is the 
hard truth of the matter.

THE WHIP o r  PROGRESS
Most of us think that the “boomtown" days of the oil in­

dustry ended many years ago, and that the industry can now’ 
take it easy and supply the public’s needs with its present 
facilities.

The truth is that oil is engaged in a tremendous and dra­
matic race ti> bring output up to the enormous civilian de­
mand that came after the war.
