3. Eliminate caMle pe*tt. New sprays, like derria 
and D U T, u.-ied on the herd and in the barn, can rid 
vour cows oi grubs, practically eliminate pesky flies 
and lice. Thest' pests rob America ot an unbelievable 
amount o( milk each year. Iowa alone stds the loss 
cau-sixi by heel flies and grubs at nearly 250 million 
rounds of milk in one year.

4 . Control mastitis and Bang's diseose. They are
serious enemies of milk proiiuction. Complete con-

Standardbred vs. Crossbred Chickens

The relative merit« of standardbred vs. 
crossbred chicken.« m.ay be summed up in 
three words—noi much difference. But thLs 
difference Ls more often in favor of the 
well-cho8<>n cnxssbred.

The advantages of a good crosstired are: 
faster growth and more eggs. However, 
many a slip can occur in crossbreeding 

chickens which will make them inferior, market-wise, to

'"'̂ For̂ 'oxa'inî ^̂  to produce a suitable crossbred, both 
standardbred jiarcntal breeds must Is' of top quality. I f 
one iias a inetliocrc egg production, it Ls almost a certainly 
the resulting cro.s.sbred will lie a ^lori'r nrotiuccr than the 
liigli-producing standardlircd .side of the family.

Tiu. fact that crossbreds usually are darker-colored 
may lio a market disadvantage.
