Rankin School Enrollment Shows Wide
Increase Over Same Period Last Year

According to Superintendent
Hamilton  Still, the Rankin
Schools have an increase of 63
students over the same period of
enrollment in 1947. The figures
for 1948 show a total of 215 stu-
dents are enrolled in the public
schools here, while in 1947, the
total on the same date was only
152.

Following is the enrollment by
grade, with this years figure
shown first and the figure for
1947, shown second: First Grade,
35 and 24; Second Grade, 18 and
14; Third Grade, 26 and 14; Four-
th Grade, 18 and 18; Fifth Grade,
28 and 9; Sixth Grade, 13 and
18; Seventh Grade, 24 and 13:
Eighth Grade, 9 and 9; Ninth
Grade, 16 and 9; Tenth Grade,
13 and 7, Eleventh Grade, 8 and
11; and Twelfth Grade, 7 and 6.

In the first eight grades, the
number «of students have increa-

sed from 119 to 171, while in high
school, the increase is from 33
students to 44 students.

Superintendent Still also an-
nounced that Mrs. Opal Dickson
of San Angelo was added to the
teaching. staff as Second Grade
teacher to replace Mrs. Helen
Truett of Alpine who did not
show up to fill the position she
had previously accepted.
