Besides the frontier town, tlie 

facility features a stagecoach 
r i le ,  miniature train ride, an 
amusement park, zoo and 
reptile house.

The reptile house has about 
as complete a collection of 
snakes, lizards, e tc ., that wr 
have ever seen, and that In ­
cludes sim ilar exhibits In San 
Antonio, San Diego and San 
Francisco.

The zoo will be the most 
complete of any In West Texas 
by the time It Is completed.

For years, tlie only zoo In 
tills area has been at Clovis. 
And, we might add. If you haven’ t 
taken your children to that zoo 
lately, you should, because It 
has chsnged a lot In tlie last 
few years, and Is a credit to 
the town of Clovis.

are 19. Hence, there are no car thefts or crim es Involving 
motor vehicles.

Herbie Ids drift can he mini­
mized by using a large volume 
of carrier per acre (10 to 20 
gallons) and a low spray 
pressure (20 pounds per square 
Inch). High pressure produces 
small spray droplets which are 
easily carried by wind.

Drift can also he minimized 
by keeping the spray boom 
as low as possible. This is 
usually about 20 Inches above 
the top of the weeds, “sprays 
should he applied when the wind 
is less than 10 miles per hour 
and blowing away fror sensitive 
crops.

2,4- D Is very toxic to cotton 
and even when the best precau­
tions are followed damage may 
result. Also It is note good Idea 
to spray Wheatlsnd hybrid so r­
ghums as up to 1000 pounds of 
yield may he lost.

When buying cotton knits, he 
sure they are ma le by a new 
process which or presses the 
fabric and m ates It highly 
reslsrsnt to sh rinkage. Was in 
warm water to reduce shrlnk- 
•S».

Select a low to-moderate 
setting snd do not s llow tf*co t­
ton knits to got completely dry, 
as this causes shrinkage, also 
Remove the garments from the 
dryer, then gently pet snd pull 
Into shape.

Acrylic or nylon knits may he 
dried completely In the dryer 
with relatively little shrinkage. 
But don’t leave them in a turned- 
off dryer as they are apt to 
wrinkle badly.

Because agitation ,,ae a tend­
ency to felt wool fibers, the 
woolen knits should he hand 
washed by gently squeezing 
rather than rubbing end wring­
ing. k u i  them In lutewarm 
water or In cold water, using • 
•pe.lsl cold water letergent. 
Block them for trying, and dry 
flat.
