City Passes New Ordinances
To Put “Teeth” In Traffic Law

In accordance with a program
of tightening traffic regulations,
the City of Rankin has issued
three new ordinances concerning
traffic in the city limits of Ran-
kin.

First of these is Ordinance No.
150 which makes it unlawful to
operate a motor truck on the
main street and prescribing pen-
alties.

Second ordinance is Ordinance
No. 151 which regulates the
speed limit at 20 miles' per hour
within the city limits and makes
it a misdemeanor to drive in ex-
cess of that speed with prescrib-
ed penalties for offenders.

Third of these ordinances |is
No. 152 which makes it a misde-
meanor for persons falling to

stop in accordance with traffic
lights or stop signs in the cor-
porate limits of Rankin, Texas,
and prescribing penalties.

According to a spokesman for
the city, these ordinances will be
enforced. First offenders will be
given a warning, second offence
will cost $5.00, third $10 and
fourth will be worth $25.00. It
was further explained that an
offender may be fined for more
than one count or all three.

These ordinances are the out-
growth of complaints from the
Lions Clubs to the city commis-
slon that traffic regulations
were not being enforced in Ran-
kin. Prompt action was promis-
ed by the city and county offi-
clals.
