33rd of the fifty states. Rankin 
Schools spend an average of al­
most $600 per child per year. So 
it can't be called free public edu­
cation.

But what 1 d like to see would 
be the average tost to each per­
son in the U. S 1 suspicion that 
tliat figure would be a heck of 
a lot .ess than the average to'iac- 
co bill—.Tiore in line with what 
is spent on dog food—and that's 
no small figure.

The Rankin Public Schools employ thirty-six professional 
personnel, all degree holders, with seventeen holding mas­
ter's degrees and nineteen having bachelor's degrees.

There are ten teachers in the elementary school, grade 
1-4; nine teachers in junior high, grades 5-8; and thirteen 
teachers for grades 9-12.

The Rankin Schools employ a total of fifty-nine persons.

504. There are 200 pupils in the elementary school, 175 in 
junior high, and 129 in high school.

217 students are transported daily by regular bus routes 
in the Rankin School System. The average bus route length 
is 130.5 miles daily. The combined daily mileage for all 
busses on ail routes is 750 miles.
