Gardeners should carefully an­

There are several methods that 
can be used to imsure that a 
proiH*r amount of moistm-e Ls sup­
plied to the plants.

Tliis is 
miKh more .sai.sfactory than ap- 
pying small amounts of water at 
frequent intervals.
