Coin Collectors Plan 

Au.ijust G Meetiiiir
From time to time, you may 

have noticed some of your fellow 
citizen.s intently staring at a few 
coins in hand. That's the mark 
of a com collector. His search 
Is continua'ly—and usually of a 
furitle.ss nature—for the right 
date and the right mint mark.

In fact, it is gencraly believ­
ed that George Washington was 
a coin collector and that t h e  
reason he flung the dollar across 
the Patomic was that he discov­
ered it was the right date but 
the wrong mint mark. However, 
coin collection is not all hobby— 
there is often, by chance, a good 
bit of information collected along 
with the coin. For Instance, there 
are those who w’kl dispuite that 
George ever did throw a dollar 
across the river since the first 
dollar was minted in 1793 and 
he would have been sixty-onc- 
years old at the time, a pretty 
good toss for the shape he must 
have been in.

A l 
things unregulated are a menace 
U> society

Latest target of the regulators 
is the big bad coin collectors in 
the country. 11ns group of citi- 
aens are responsible for all sorts 
of evil things according to the 
testimony presently bt*ing pre­
sented before Congressional com­
mittees holding hearings on why 
there's a shortage of coins in tht 
country and w hn to do about it. 
Up until as recsmtly as a year 
ago. the U S Mint, in giving 
testunony before tliese same com­
mittees. didn t even mention the 
coin CO lectors as having any ef­
fort whatsoever on the coin short­
age. They took the attitude that 
there has always been coin collec­
tors, that there will always be 
coin cillectons and that it wa.s a 
good idea since it encouraged

suili old fa.shioned .Amcr.can 
ide.ils a.s thrift.

Suddenly, slr.ee July 1 to be 
fXiict. the coin coiector h.as be­
come a menace to the U. S. 
government and to the national 
economy His little back collec­
tions of .some 60 pennies, sixty- 
five nickels, fifty di.mes, etc ac­
count for the shortage in some­
thing like 4 billions of pennies, 
enough nickels, dimes, etc for ali 
of us to hoard—or collect—about 
three tlioasar.d each. I don't know 
about you, but I'm a few thou­
sand short on my collection.

Why the sudden rush to find 
a scapegoat. And why the c o i n  
collect r?

I don't know the answers but 
some educated guesses are not 
hard to make For a good long 
while the U. S. government has 
dabbled in price fixing In silver 
and like atl instances in which 
the law of price and demand is  
artiiicially regulated, the situa­
tion IS on the verge of gettir.gout

And the collector gets the 
blame despite fact that a 
collector's nitStel book calls for 
only eleven of these coins out 
of sixty-five nickles It ’s very odd 
that collectors would take out so 
many additional war-time nick­
els and not all the rest of tho.se 
in the sets Pact is.

Why until very recently ,̂ 
has these two mints tried to op­
erate with antique equipment and 
methods designed to supply a 
national demand that has been 
on a steady Increase since open­
ing day at the mint? Why. in 
the face of increasing demands 
for coins, was the mint in San

At one 
time there were four mints ‘ 
operation. In the history of coin 
making in the u  S there have 
been numerous others. Yet. we 
now try to get along with only 
two.

This past year, the U. S  Mint 
made a net profit of over 1 mill­
ion dollars on their sme of proof 
sets. So what do they do? There 
will be no more proof sets. That 
makes sense—to a bureau?iut—I 
guess.

Why not just admit the truth 
and quit trying to find some little 
minority group to unload on? The 
truth is the gcxernment. ar has 
happened on a few little items 
here and there before, has gcoi- 
ed up on supplying the demand.s 
for coins. Their proposal to reg­
ulate coin col ectors is not go­
ing to solve anything. Like all 
regulations of free enterprise, the 
mess is fix.ng to really get mud­
dy.

If bureaucratic fumbling can't 
do as simple a thing as produce 
sufficient coin of the rea m—re­
gardless of tlie demand, then it 
sure as heck can’t regulate what 
people will do with that coin. 
Last week the First SU te Bank, 
on one day, had only three rolls

of half dollars. This item was not 
at all scarce until some politicians 
decided to put JF K ’s picture on 
the half dollar—which took an 
act of Congress since a coin can­
not be legally altered by the 
mint for 25 years after it is put 
into production and the Franklin 
half which was replaced by the 
JF K  half was started in 1946. Up 
unti the Kennedy half appear­
ed. the only .shortages mentioned 
by the m,nt were in pier.nics and 
nickels. Now. no halves.

And that in itself proves that 
it is rot the coin collector that 
is responsible for any shortage of 
coins. I have only .seen one set 
<• l-Tanklin halves in a collection 
You see. most of us have never 
gotten above the 10c chiss and 
the best you couCd call us is two- 
bit collectors.

If the government is bound and 
determined to regulate someone— 
and they are and will—why not 
get the right birds? They are not 
hard to find since they advertise 
in very bold print that they wi i 
sell you a roll, a bag or a ton of 
almost any coin you can name 
That same set of proofs on which 
Unde netted 1 million—tf resold 
at the present price—would bring 
about 12-15 million.— and since

said Uncle has a way of getting 
his finger into every pot via the 
tax collector, he would stand t 
gather in still more loot.

But what the heck—why try to 
make a profit says Uncle? It ’s a 
lot more fun to regulate

V! ever an example of the fact 
that you can’t legislate happness. 
.satisfaction and proper attitudes 
is needed, the re?ent riots in the 
North, following passage of the 
Civil Rights law, is an example 
written in bloodshed and shame.
