Bass Fishing Should 
Pick Up at Amistad

Del Rio — International cooper­
ation in maintaining .springtime 
water levels at Amistad Reserv­
oir may prove to be a boon to 
the bass fisherman.

Biologists say a four - montli 
moratorium on lake lowering pre­
vented possible destruction of a 
large percentage of black bass 
nests in the lake.

Using informatKin gathered by 
Texas Parks and Wildlife IX*part 
ment biologists, the International 
Boundary und Water Commission 
timed its springtime water releas­
es in 1971 so as not to threaUm 
bass nesting.

George Henderson, a depart­
ment biologist who headed up the 
ob.sorvation team, said if the wat­
er level had continued to drop 
during the spawning season as it 
had during January and February 
approximately 80 percent of the 
nests ol>serM‘d with eggs or fry 
would have lieen eliminated

Henderson and other biologists 
donnid underwater diving tanks 
to observe the bass in their own 
element 'They observed nine bass 
nests six hours per day for 15 
days in tht> midst of the hatching 
effort.

Diving began on February 5 and 
continued (loriodically through the 
22nd of .April.
