New Residents May
Vote After 30 Days

Upton County Tax Assessor-
Collector H. E. “Gene" Eckols has
received the following communi-
cation from Bob Bullock, Secre-
tary of State:

“The decision of the United
States Supreme Court in Dunn v.
Blumstine has invalidated state
laws which require more than 30
days residency in the state or lo-
cality in order to be eligible to
vote.

“The Texas law has now been
enjoined by a federal court inthe
case of Whatley v. Bullock which
was decided on March 31, 1972,

“Persons who have resided in
the state and locality for 30 days
and have been registered for 30
days prior to the election in which
they wish to vote are now eligi-
ble to vote in state and local e-
lections. Persons entering the
state may register to vote imme-
diately upon their arrival.

“The cutoff deadline for regis-
tration for those who wish to vote
in the May 6 Primary Election
was the close of business on April
5, 1972.”

Absentee voting in the May 6
Primary Elections will open next
week and now might be a good
time to call attention of voters to
the referendum proposition on the
Democratic  ballot. It's a little
tricky and unless you read it care-
fully, you may not vote the way
you intended.
