Nice Gain Reflected
By Postal Reeceipts

A directresultof the increase
in postal rates can be seen in
the report for the first quarter
of 1963 by Frioma Postmaster
Martha Clements,

Postal receipts for the quart-
er ending March 29 rung the
bell at $8,234.30, a whopping
28.8 per cent Increase over the
first quarter of 1962,

Receipts for the same period
a year ago totalled $6,394.21,
This vyear's figure was §1.-
840.09 more than that for last
year's similar period,

“The one-cent Increase In
first-class rates naturally had
8 lot to do with the Increase,”
Mrs, Clements said, She also
reported an increase in second-
class rates, which were hiked
in January,

Stamp sales, as could be ex-
pected, made up the majority
of the Increase, Sales increased
almost 33 per cent from §5.
