think things out for themselves,
or if presented with the entire
picture instead of the slanted
or blased side only, the people
would take an altogether differ-
ent stand,

In the case of the labor camp,
it looks like the persons with the
greatest grudge or prejudices
are the torch carriers and have
had excellent reception by the
citizens, They have played upon
the unpleasant experiences, the
small prejudices, and the
soclally iInstilled rejection of
any way of life other than what
we know, until a large number
of citizens have been roused
from their previous sleep of
indifference,

But it is a shame that it
took such an ugly, distasteful
subject to wake Friona, It is an
even greater shame that preju-
dice In fits purest form has
reared its ugly head inthis town,
for it can be defined as nought
but prejudice when one group of
people stand up and shout for all
the world to hear that another
group of people is not good
enough to live In the same city
with them,

One of the greatest segrega-
tion fights in recent history
was only in protest of going to
school and eating with another
race, So far as I know, this will
be among the first ‘““You are
not good enough to live in the
same town with us,’” uprisings.

The petitioners ask that the
present camp be cleaned up,
What they refer to should be
cleaned up, true, But, the plain
truth of the marter is that the
reference to ‘‘the present
camp' 1Is a smoke screen to
cloud the issue, The place men-
tioned In the petition is not a
labor processing headquarters
and is not controlled as such,
It 1s no more than any other
run-down, delapidated, 1ll-kept,
dirty, insect infested residence
in any town where living quar-
ters are scarce and anything
can be rented, 1 have seen
quarters In this town-shown
to me In hopes that I would
rent the house--which were lit-
tle if any better thanthe *Pres-
ent camp’’ mentioned in the pe-
tition, And white persons were
supposed to have lived in the
house,

My stand 1Is not a popular
stand at the moment, VERY
few persons in town see any
need for a labor headquarters
here, MOST people In town are
now strongly opposed to the
idea,

1 say that over half of the
opposition are acting out of prej-
udice stirred to a fever pitch
through insinuations and impli-
cations by the few motivated by
personal fears of financlal loss
or injury,

I belleve that when a town stops
growing or begins to reject
growth, it 1s well on the road
to stagnancy and so are the peo-
ple in the town, The headquar-
ters may go In next door or
across the street from my pres-
ent residence, but lam not golng
to seream bloody murder untll
I have been Injured by the in-
dividuals,

There has been a lot of name
calling--individual's names--
and not a small amount of slan-
der and llable during the past
couple of weeks over the labor
headquarters proposal,

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Scientists’ Discovery May

Help Control Boll Weevil

Scientists of the U, S, Depart
ment of Agriculture have ex-
‘tracted from the cotton plant a
gubstance that repels boll we
evils, It is the third substance
extracted from the cotton plant
with potential value for control
ling the most destructive of all
cotton insects, the boll weevil,

The first substances were an
attractant that draws weevils
to cotton plants and a feeding
stimulant which makes the
plants appetizing to the insects,
The three substances were
found by sclentists of USDA's
Agricultural Research Service
working in cooperation with the
Mississipp! Agricultural FEx-
periment Station at the Boll
Weevil Research Laboratory,
State College, Miss,

The repellent was discovered
in connection with work with the
attractant, When the attractant
was warmed to room tempera-
ture, part of it vaporizedor de
graded, The part remaining
proved repellent from cotton
squares (flower buds)and seed-

The sclentists listed these
possibilities for the substances,
Plant breeders could conceiv-
ably develop cotton varieties
either with a high content of the
repellent so plants would repel
weevils or with such a lowcon-
tent of the attractant that the
plants would not attractweevils,

The discovery also {intro-
duces the prospect of starving
boll weevils by driving them
away from the kind of food they
need, In laboratory tests, we-
evils were kept away from cot-
ton squares, bolls and seedlings
for five to 12 hours even when

they had no other food to eat,
When other food was available,
the weevils left the treated
plant parts untouched for 36
hours,

Other possible uses for the
attractant include the luring
of weevils to a trap or simply
to an area away from the cot-
ton plants, The feeding stimu-
lant does not artract weevils
from a distance, but offers the
possibility of forcing them to
starve on the wrong kind of
diet, Research {s continuing on
the substances and cotton
strains are being checked for
their content of them,

The United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture reports that
based on April 1 conditions,
Texas wheat production s fore-
cast at 44 millionbushels, down
sharply from December | fore-
cast of 62 millionbushels, Tex-
as wheat farmers reported win-
ter wheat conditions at 65 per
cent of normal,

off to an unusally good start
south of the Canadian River on
the High Plains and eastward
across the state, North of the
Canadian River, however, fall
moisture was short.
