Meeting in McCamey at 4:00 
p. m. last Tuesday, the Co-ordi­
nating Committee of the present 
Upton County law enforcement 
arrangement, gave its unanimoas 
endorsement to the program and 
voted to ro«)mmend that Upton 
County lend whatever financial 
a.ssistance that will be necessary 
to continue law enforcement 
under the present system. This 
system was adopted in Novem­
ber of 1973 and is a oon.solida- 
tion of all law enforcement acti­
vities in Upton Ciunty under 
one operation—the County Sher- 
rif’s Department. In setting up 
the joint venture, the cities of 
McCamey and Rankin disbanded 
their individual police depart- 
menf.s in favor of the combined 
one-unit, county-wide agency.

As set .out in this original 
agieement, the City of McCani- 
ey pays $13,500 annualy into the 
program and the City of Ran­
kin pays $3,600 All pahmients 
are made on a quarterly basis. 
Also participating in the prog­
ram for the past two years has 
been the F loral government; 
their contribution being in the 
form ,of a grant that has a - 
mounted to approximately $44.- 
000 yearly. Upton County has 
supplied the remainder of the 
financial funding of the opera­
tion.

However, as set out in the o- 
riginal e.-rntract. the Federal 
funding partieipafion was to last 
only for two years, with the lat­
ter part of 191̂  to mark the en<l 
of their participation. It was 
this portion of the operation that

the C(H>rdinating Committee is 
asking L’pmn County to assume.

The Co-onlinating Committee 
is an advisory Ixxly, composed, 
by law. of the County Judge as 
rhairman, the County Sheriff, the 
County Attorney, one County 
Commis-sionor and certain city 
officials fn>m M(<Tamey and 
Rankin. They meet quarterly 
and their functioas art* purely in

an advisory capacity. The Upton 
County Sheriff Ls responsible for 
opt*ratk)n of the law enforcement 
program.
