MCF of natural gas.

This study by the Texas Mid- 
Continent (5il A Gas Association 
shows also that the county’s 
petroleum production last year 
resulted in the payment of $13.1 
million to royalty owners.

Oil and gas developers and 
producers spent an estimated 
$13.6 million drilling 141 wells 
in the county last year, with 3.3 
percent of that figure lost in 
eight dry holes. The total drill­
ing yielded 131 oil welU and 
two gas wells. The exploratory 
effort in the county included the 
drilling of six wildcat wells 
seeking new oil and gas fields.

According to the Texas Emp­
loyment Commission, 673 oil and 
gas industry employees worked 
in the county in 1974 and shared 
a payroll totalling $9.1 million.

Proce&ving plants also added 
to the county’s petroleum-relat­
ed economy: the "Oil and Gas 
Journal" lists six natural gaso­
line processing plants, with a 
daily capacity of 131.7 million 
cubic feet.

The survey also shows that the 
State of Texas received $5.2 mil­
lion in production taxes from Up­
ton County wells, with $4.2 mil­
lion coming from crude oil out­
put and $1 million from natural 
gas production.

"These figures, whether con­
sidered statewide or individually 
in almost 80 percent of Texas’ 
254 counties, emphasize the im­
portance of a healthy petroleum 
industry in the nation's No. 1 
energy state," said S h e r m a n  
Hunt, a Dallas independent oil 
man who is president of Texas 
Mid-Continent.

“ In the face of declining pro­
duction in Texas, it is significant 
that this increased return to 
royalty owners and producers 
came from crude oil and natural 
gas which is free from restrict­
ive federal price controls. But
