County Hikes Rate Charged Rankin 
For Water By Twenty-Five Percent

For the first time since the 
c-ounty l)ogan su,o{)lying a portion 
of RiUikin’s water .supply in 1953, 
the rates have been increased. 
In a unanimous vote during the 
regular .session last Monday, the 
Upton County Commissioners ap­
proved a 2.'>|)ercent hike on the 
charge made for 1000 gallons of 
water to the City of Rankin. 
Tlie new rate will be 12V^-cents. 
as cxjmpared to the old one of 
10-cents.

Kfft'ctive date of the new in­
crease' is to be January 1, 1976. 
It is reportt'd that the court cit­
ed increased production costs in 
the county operatexl water field 
east of Rankin as the need for 
the increase.

According to City Secretary 
Pat Wrinkle. Rankin paid Upton 
County $5,973 over the past year 
for water used from the filed. 
With the increase, this tvill go 
to approximately $7500—or about 
$1500 per year. The City Secre­
tary said she did not know what 
steps the City Council might fake 
toward offsetting this ne\»’ cost; 
whether they would pa.s.s it a- 
long in the form of higher water 
rates or not.

It Is further reported that Up- 
f,on County lost approximately

$10,000 last year in the operation 
if the water field.

Other matters handled by the 
Court in their MtMiday session 
were mostly oi a routine nature, 
according to the minutes of the 
meeting. Among these w’as ins­
tructions to the County Qerk be 
ordered to mail the required pap­
ers to the County and District 
Road Indebtedness in Austin, ins­
tructing them to pay to Uupton 
County the county’s share of the 
fund. This amount was put at 
$11,536.69 by the Court and is to 
be used in the Upton County 
Lateral Road Fund toward pay­
ment of fuel and maintenance re­
pairs on county lateral roads.

Various county officials’ r^XJrts 
were approv«.«u and a Budget 
Hearing was scheduled for Aug­
ust 25.

Historical Tidbit
of Ran kin 6  Upton County

The first commissioner’s court 
of Upton County, meeting i n 
1910, authorized spending $675.00 
for a four-room courthouse 30 by 
30 feet. It soon proved inadequ­
ate and in 1913 a contract was 
let for a $22,000 new stone court­
house and a jail to cost $8,000.
