Currently many people are participating in
the sport of dove hunting. Native game birds
taken during prescribed hunting seasons offer
excellent wild game taste treats when properly
dressed and prepared.

Most hunters agree that dry plucking rather

than skinning conserves flavor and moisiure
in dove. All game birds should be dressed as
soon as possible following the kill, Aging at
a temperature just above [reezing for 24 to
18 hours generally removes some of the gam-

ey flavor which might detract from eating plea-

sure

After the feathers are removed, singe
over a flame to remove the down, Remove the
entrails, head, craw and feet.
