All went j of days of exfreme suffering from tliirst in
well until the steamer bad jiassed Jk-ll I tbe White Sand Hills, miraculously arrived
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at the Pecos river, without the loss of any 
men, but with the loss of some stock wag­
ons abandoned at different intervals, for 
forty miles along the trail. Great suffer­
ing was experienced by both men and 
stock—the men straggling along the trail 
and arriving at the river from the morn­
ing of June 28th until next morning. 
With the assistance from those who first 
arrived at the river the last of the sti*ag- 
glers were brought in with much difficulty, 
as numbei-s of them when found were craz­
ed from thirst and had entirely stripped 
themselves of all wearing apparel from 
head to foot. They were found within one 
hundred yards of the Pecos rivor, where 
they were drinking the blood of animals 
they had slain. Several othei*s were found 
and had wine in their canteens. Thoy were 
sick from drinking it. Some of the men 
were almost blind, and when arriving at 
the river plunged in head foremost. The 
part}" congratulate themselves on their es­
cape from perishing on the plains. Had it 
not been for several of the more experi­
enced and their bravery, the greater num­
ber would have died in the sand. The sur­
vey was abandoned in the sand hills, but 
will be resumed as soon as the men and 
animals recuperate. Two men named Rob­
erts and Rodriquez, respectively, were 
found near the Pecos river a few days ago. 
Five bullet holes were found on Roberts’ 
person, and Rodriquez’s brains were lying 
on the ground. From the appearance of 
the place they had become involved in 
some difficulty and killed each other. Both 
men were known here.
