“strong government” and hence a weak
people.

Corporate control of the volume of mo-
ney has been the means of dividing society
into hostile classes; of the unjust distribu-
tion of the products of labor, and of build-
ing up monopolies of associated capital,
endowed with power to confiscate private
property. It has kept money scarce, and

scarcity of money enforces debt-trade, and

public and corporate loans—debt engen-
ders usury, and usury ends in bankruptcy
of the borrower.,

Other results are deranged markets, un-
certainty in manufacturing enterprise und
agriculture, precarious and intermittent
employment for the laborer, industrial
war, increasing pauperism and crime and

the consequent intimidation and distran.

chisment of the producer, and a rapid de-
¢lention into corporate feudalism.

Therefore we declare-—

1. That the right to make and issue
money is a sovereign power to be main-
tained by the people for the common ben-
efit. The delegation of this right to cor.
porations is a surrender of the central at-
tribute of sovereignty, void of constitutional
sanction, conferring upon a subordinate ir-
responsible power, an absolute dominion
over industry and commerce. All money,
whether metalic or paper, should be issued
and its volume controlled by the govern-
ment and not by or through banking cor-
porations, and when so issued should be a
full legal tender for all debts, public and
private.

2. That the bonds of the United States
should not be refunded, but paid as rapid-
ly as is practicable, according to contract,
To enable the government to meet these
obligations legal tender currency should be
substituted for the notes of the national
banks, the national bank system abolished
and the unlimited coinage of silver as wel
as gold established by law.
