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THE RE-ASSEMBLING OF CONGRESS.

Synopsis of the Presidents Message----
The Usual Hand-shaking in the

House.

SENATE.

Washington, Dec. 6.—The galler-
ies of the senate chamber were filled
with spectators some time before the
opening of the session.  About two
thirds of the senators were present.
There was the general greeting and
congratulations among then,

At 12 oO’clock the vice president
called the senate to order, and Chap-
lain Bullock delivered the prayer,

The first business transacted was
the reading ot credentials.

James L. Pugh, elected to fill the
unexpired term of George S. Hous-
ton, deceased, as senator from .la-
bama, was sworn in.

The credentials of Joseph E. Brown
elected by the legislature ot Georgia
to fill the unexpired term of General
Gordon as senator trom that state,
were read and Mr. Brown was duly
sworn iu.
