This hard fact of life on the
openroad is universally accept-
ed by the officers who are
charged with the duty of making
Texas highways safe, just as it
is ignored by many of the drivers
using those highways,

Becausce speed kills — and be-
cause the chances of a driver
becoming involved in an acci-
dent increase with speed — the
Texas Department of Public
Safety has started a more in-
tensified effort to encourage
motorists to stay within a legal
speed limiton Texas highways,

"Statistics prove that drivers
are more likely to be involved
in an accident at speeds over
the legal speed limit, " explain-
ed Major Luther C. Moore,
Commander ‘of the Department
of Public Safety's Region 5,
covering thousands of miles of
highways in northwest Texas,

The average motorist might
ask some questions about these
statistics, and Major Moore can
provide some eye-opening an-
swers,

For instance, the motorist
might ask if a driver is more
likely to be involved in a traf-
fic accident at 70 miles per
hour tham 657 What about 75
or 80 miles an howr? And if the
accident chances increase a-
bove 65 miles per hour, then
just how much do they increase?

The grim history from bloody
Texas highways during daylight
hours shows a 20 per cemt in-
crease in accident involvement
4t 70 miles per hour, compared
to the 65 mile per hour rate.

Major Moore points out that by
increasing the speed from 65 to
75 miles per hour the motorist
risks a S50 per cent increase in
accident involvement, and at
80 miles per hour the risk jumps
to 90 per cent.

more likely to become involved
in an accident at any speed at
night, and at 55 miles per hour
the accident rate is nearly two
and ome half times as grest as
driving at the same speed in the
daytime.

Nightime drivers are more than
three times as likely to become
involved in an accident at 65
milesper hour than at the same
speéd indaylight, During night
hours 75 "kile per hour speeds
produce about five and one half
times as many accidents, and at
80 miles per hour the accident
frequency is multiplied eight
times!

And that'snot all of it. Stud-
ies show that injuries sustained
in motor vehicle accidents are
more severe as speed increases,

Major Moore explains that re-

searchers at Cornell University
learned the severity of automo-
bile accident injuries is twice
as great as speeds over 50 miles
per hour as slower speeds,

Research also shows that while
a driver trying to maintain 80
miles per hour through traffic
on typical rural highways can
cut about 30 per cent from the
time required for the trip at
legal speeds, his chances of
getting killed in an automobile
mishap increase by at least 400
per cent.

In hopes of encouraging drivers

to stay within legal speed limits,
the DPS is placing more patrol-
men on the roads and more ra-
dar units beside highways to
clock the persistent speeder in
an effort to control speed.
