This phase of the contract will 
cost the company about $ 1 2  
m illion annually and is in addi­
tion to those parts of the agree­
ment which becam e effective 
last year, increasing annual op­
erating costs of the company by 
about $ 1 .5  million.

Owen Raboum, director of 
personnel, said all job cla tsifi- 
catiom  of the company's e m ­
ployees are affected by the 1969 
wage increase Average of the 
increases in various c lassifica ­
tions IS over 12 cents per hour, 
Raboum said.
