Several farmers report total
failure of this crop and are plow
ing the stalks under without har-
vesting a single boll

Central Compress reports re-
ceiving 11,000 bales compared
to 27,000 at this time last year.

“There are two big reasons for
this gloomy outlook, " says Dr.

"While excessive moisture is
the main culprit that has brought
onseed deteriation, we are fort-
unate that the temperature was
relatively low during these wet
periods, ¥ adds Metzer. “Other-
wise, the results could have been
disastrous, "

Early preliminary tests of new
crop cotton seed indicate high-
er than normal free fatty acid
content. Since this type acid is
an indicator and by-product of
seed deterioration, it may serve
as an ominous warning of things
w come, the agronomist points
out.

A free fatty acid comtent of
one percent or more indicates
some degree of deterioration
Such seed will not only be more
sensitive in storage but will also
be more swceptible to mold
growth during germination and ©
seed decay organisms in the
field

Free fatty acid does not tell w

the whole story. But Metzer urg -
es producers to use this test s &

oreliminary guide for rejecting
or keeping & seed lot for plant-
ing purposes so that any sub-
standard seed can be sold for
milling purposes. Also, they
should get a germination test as
quickly as possible on any seed
to be saved for planting.

“Several other points should
receive careful attention in pre -
serving seed quality, " adds Met-
ser. "When harvesting, make
swe the cottom is dry. This
means removing all greea ma -
terial that carries moisture. A-
bout eight percent moisture Is
desirable for seed cotton. Cot-
ton with a moisture cComtent &~
bove 12 percent left om a waill-
er for even short periods can
cawe heat and ruin good seed
quickly, especially since most
seed has had some previous de -
terioration in the field. *

Ginning is another area where
steps can be taken 0 preserve
quality. Operating with a tght
seed roll and excessive fan speeds
often comtribute to mechanical
injury of seed. Such seed are
more susceptible to further dam -
age when exposed w acid in the
delinting process.

Another aspect of seed quality
is varietal purity, points out the
agromomist. Variety mixtures
can be avoided by ginning In
larger lots of 10 bales or move
Seed rolls should be dumped and

other equipment cleaned be-
tween varieties. Of course, this
problem can be solved best with
one -variety gins or blockginning
procedwres. Failure 0 clean
wailersalso results in mixtures.

“In view of the seed quality
picture this fall, it becomes im-
perative that we reat these seeds
with utmost care during harvest-
ing and ginning operations, " em-
phasizes Meter. “Exua care
will also be needed in delinting,
cleaning and seed Ureatment op -
eration

“Furthermore, once the seed
is in the bag, make swe it's
stoved in a dry place away from
harmful chemicals. We can do
nothing ®© revene seed deter-
jorator that has already occur-
red in the field, but close sup-
ervision will go a long way -
ward malmtaining Our present
seed quality. ®
