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AS USUAL, the chambers of
commerce and the city officials
of towns of all sizes are scream-
ing foul about the Census count.
It happens every 10 years, and
you'd think they would learn to
be more conservative in their
unofficial estimatesbetween the
Census tallies.

The Marshall chamber asked
for a recount of Harrison County
the otherday. Amarillo is com -
plaining that 30,000 persons
were missed, and Lubbock is
unhappy at having about
30, 000 less than they have been
claiming. All of these protests
are unlikely to have much ef-
fect, although the figiwes which
have been released are only
preliminary and subject to
change. They're npot likely to
be changed by any significant
amounts.

If those who estimate popu-
lation figures by some formula
or other would use the most con-
servative figure during the 10
in-between years, they might
get more pleasant news when
the official count is made.

Incidentally, figures for towns
of less than 10,000 have not yet
been released. These towns
probably won't be o happy,
either, but at least the smaller
towns are not 5o prone to over-
estimate as the lazger ones are.
Many of the smaMer towns simp -
ly carry the last official count
on their city limit signs.

Many of them will be falsely
confident that they have proper
liability protection in case of
anaccident in that country, the
Insurance Information Institute
warns.

When planning to drive South
of the border, U, S. residents
should check with their insur-
ance agent or broker about ob-
taining an official Mexican au-
tomobile liability insurance
policy. ;

Unless properly informed and
insured, their pleasant vaca-
tions could turn into costly
nightmares. Tourists should be
warned: "Don't drive into Mex-
ico without auto liability in-
surance from a Mexican com-~
pany!"

Most Americans are unaware
that only insurance companies
located in Mexico are recog-
nized under Mexican law. And
contracts of insurance written
by non-Mexican companies are
not in force in that country.

Call the Weather
Bureauonly to report a tornado.

REMEMBER: Tomado Watch
means tornadoes are expected
to develop. Tornado Warmning
means a tornado has actually
been sighted.

SOTTON TALKS

Friday, May 15, closed out
the 25th consecutive week that
has gone by the boards in Wash-
ington since the Cotton Subcom -
mittee of the House Committee
on Agriculture began hearings
on a cotton program for 1971
and subsequent years. And it
is now an odds-on bet that the
half-year mark will roll past
before Administration officials
and Subcommittee
reach agreement.

Following the last futile meet-
ing of the Subcommittee May
13, Chairman Thomas Aber-
nethy returned to his Mississippi
District. He will not be back
in Washington until Tuesday,
May 19. So the earliest the
Subcommittee might reconvene
would be on May 20. Assum-
ing they could come to terms
almost immediately, which
doesn't appear likely, the full
House Ag Committee still would
be hard pressed to act on a farm
bill and getitto the floor of the
House before early June,

A significant step toward a-
greement on a cotton law was
made several weeks ago when
the Administration conceded
that the total amount of money
to be spent on cotton each year
in 1971, 1972 and 1973 would

members

equal the amount spent in 1970,
about $840 million. But the
big question since that time has
revolved around how the total
would be disbursed — on how
many acres, on what yields per
acre, etc.

Looking after the interests of
producers, the Subcommittee is
insisting that the language sent
to the full Ag Committee will
guarantee producers at least
$840 million in each of the
three years. The Administra-
tion is just as concerned that the
wording agreed upon will guar-
antee thatprogram cost will not

go over $840 million.

The Administration strongly
favors basing the amount of
price support payments to pro-
ducers on the difference be-
tween the average market price
and 35 cents per pound, And
with the average market price
being an unknown factor, it is

difficult at best for either side
to accurately determine the ult-
imate total o be paid out.

Under these conditions it is
easy to see how the present im-
passe was reached.

Plains Cotton Growers, Inc.
has received and is considering
requests for financial grants-in-
aid totaling over $64,000 to
support cotton production re-
search on the High Plains, in -
cluding projects ranging from
weed control to chemical and
biological manipulation of cot-
ton plant growth.

Riley isa
well known cotton farmer and
seed breeder and cument Vice
President of the 25,000 member
PCG. There are 14 other com-
mittee members from the six
geographically balanced PCG
districts.

Financial aid for seven re-
search projects totaling $46, 875
were received from the Texas
A &M Research and Extension
Center, for a single project
from the Agricultural Experi-

ment Station at Bushland to
cost $5,000, for one project
costing $5, 000 from Texas Tech
University, and for three studies
costing a total of $7,250 from
the High Plains Research Found -
ation at Halfway.
