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TAXPAYERS will welcome the

- bill which cuts taxes for $15.8

billion -"over the next three
years" and which should be sign-
ed into law by the President by
the time you read this.

It's too bad, though, that the
part giving tax relief to parents
of college students was killed.
However, some pretty good cuts
may be felt by the individual,
although by the time three years
is up, other increases in taxes,
auto insurance and prices in
general will have more than
offset the cuts,

And there are scheduled in-
creases in the ever-growing
social security tax rates which
also just about wipe out some
of the gains,

Still, the personal exemption

is raised to $675 (I think) this
year, and those who sell or buy
cars will be happy at the elim-
ination of the excise tax, This
generally means a cut of $150
to $200 on a new car (and most
of them have been raised near-
ly that much in price by the
manufacturer).

Only Deterrent in Some Cases

Some who are generally op-
posed to the death penalty have
come to believe that it may be
necessary to use it, at least in
certain cases

California Attorney General
Evelle J. Younger recently said,
“Capital punishment does not
exist in California today, not-
withstanding the law of this
state and the will of the people

But whether you are for
or against capital punishment

it may represent the ONLY
leverage in the prisons to pre
vent a man, already serving a
life sentence from killing a
guard or another prisoner

guard is insignificant ™

Isn't it time to stop killers
from getting away with murder?

Perhaps we wouldn't want to
adopt the method of enforcement
mentioned in the Bible, but
something better than our pres-
ent method is urgently needed
