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t h e  U. S. Dept, of Health, 
Education and W elfare, baft 
known for lousing up the Amer­
ican school system, has come 
through with some health service 
news features, so we suppose 
they really are concerned with 
something other than drawing 
up a bunch of impossible rules.

One of the stories was a re­
minder to adultt that they need 
to have regular physical exam ­
inations, something almost none 
of usdo unless or until something 
goes wrong.

"M edical science has moved 
ahead with new ways to find l l l -  
neu or chronic health problems 
at early stages, even when you 
have no symptoms,"  the release 
said. "Often cures are possible 
before the illneu becomes ser­
ious; sometimes it is a matter of 
keeping a problem under control 
so that it never reaches crisis 
proportions. "

Mott of us probably know others 
who won't go to a doctor because 
they are afraid, the doctor will 
tell them they have something 
wTOi«, and they'd rather not 
know about I t

The federal government sug­
gests that Its own employees in­
clude these elements In health 
maintenance examinations:

1, A medical history — your 
past illnesses or injuries, your 
family's history to reveal any 
hereditary problems to look for, 
youi own health habits usch as 
diet, exercise, drinking and 
smoking, your work.

2. Special tesU, tome of 
which may be performed In a 
laboratory;chest x-ray; urinaly- 
sit; electrocardiogram; blood 
tetu  for blood count, syphillit, 
cholesterol, blood sugar, etc. ; 
eye test for glaucoma and vision.

3 An inspection of major 
body systems for physical or 
functional abnormalities. This 
should include taking pulse, 
temperature and blood pteuure; 
looking into your eyes; inspecting 
ears, mouth and throat, observ - 
ing hearing, breathing, etc. ; 
checking your neck, noting the 
thyroid gland and blood vessels; 
listening for heart and breath 
sounds with a stethoscope and 
thumping your chest front and 
b.ick to note the site and position 
of the he .lit and the lung condi­
tion; testing nerve reflex with a 
rubber hammer; and some other 
stuff which will come as a ter­
rible shock if you've never had a 
physical.

Occaslosully, however, we re­
ceive calls from homemakers 
with tome common je lly  pro­
blems. Here arc tome of these 
problems and how to avoid them.

WHAT MAKES JELLY CLOU­
DY?

One or more of the following 
may cause cloudy je lly i Pouring 
je lly  mixture irsto glasses too 
slowly, Allowisig je lly  mlsrturc 
to stand before it it poured. 
Juice was not properly strained 
aisd to contaitsed pulp. Jelly  set 
too fast — uiuAlly the result of 
usistg too-green fruit.

WHY DO CRYSTALS FORM IN 
JELLY?

Crystak throughout the je lly  
may be caused by too much 
sugar in the je lly  mixture, or 
cooking the mixture too little , 
too slowly, or too long. Cry­
stals tfaatform at the top of je lly  
that hat been opened aisd allowed 
to stand arc caused by evapora­
tion of liquid. Crysuls in grape 
je lly  may be Urtrate crystab.

WHAT CAUSES JELLY TO BE 
TOO SOFT?

One or more of the following 
may be the causei Too much 
ju ice inthc mixture. Too little 
sugar. Mixture not acid enough. 
Making too big a batch at one 
tim e.

WHAT CAN BE DONE TO 
MAKE SOFT JELLIES HRMER?

It is not always possible to re­
make soft je llie s  so that the 
product will be satltfactory. 
However, toft je llie s  can some­
times be improved by rccooking 
according to the directions giv­
en below. It it best to recook 
only 4 to 6 cup* of je lly  at one 
time.

To remake with powdered p ec­
tin. Measure the je lly  to be re- 
cooked. For each quart o f je lly  
measure 1/4 cup sugar, 1/4 cup 
water, and 4 teaspoons powdered 
pectin. Mix the pectin and wa­
ter and bring to boiling, sUrring 
constantly to prevent scorching. 
A ll the je lly  and sugar. Stir 
thoroughly. Bring to a full rol­
ling boil over high heat, stiiTlng 
constantly. Boil mixture hard 
for 1/2 minute. Remove je lly  
from the heat, skim, pour into 
hot containers, and seaL 

To remake with liquid p e ctla  
Measure the je lly  to be recooked. 
For each quart of je lly  measure 
3/4 cup sugar, 2 tablespoons 
lemon ju ice , and 2 tablespoom 
liquid pectin. Bring je lly  to 
boiling over high heat. V*tlckly 
add the sugar, lemon ju ice , and 
pectin and bit ng to a full rolling

At a re ­
sult, prices are continuing to 
increase.

2. Shop around; look for the 
best bargains. Read the grocery 
advertitensents carefully In your 
local newspapers. Compare 
prices atxl values. Make out 
your shopping list In advance, 
giving top priority to basic needs. 
G et the best price possible by 
comparison pricing in your 
newspaper advertlscmcntt; then 
decide what you can spend for 
luxury items.

3. Use the cost per serving 
comparison rather than the cost 
per pound. Determine which it 
the best buy. Boneless meat 
which it all edible it certainly a 
better buy If prices per serving 
are consldemd.

4. Get a copy of the Texas 
DepartnMnt of Agriculture's 
bulletin, "Save on Your Beef 
D ollars."  Information in the 
bulletin will explainto you what 
"grade" meam, what "yield" 
meant, and how to choose bar­
gain beef. Write to John C.

5. Do not "buy up" commod­
ities that cannot be kept indef­
initely.

In fact — with his win at 
Daytona in the Firecracker 
400 -  the red-hot 38-year- 
old Pearaon from SparUn- 
burg. S.C. has won eight of 
hie last nine sUrU in the 
highly-competitive Winston 
Cup Grand National circuit.

The “Oray Fox”, aa he ia 
known in racing cirdea. has 
brought his career winnings 
to 8900,550 — Juat under the 
81 million mark.

Although Pearaon finally 
stresdud erroaa the finiah 
line five car lengths ahead 
of runner-up Richard Petty, 
many timae the two ran 
bumper-to-bumper around the 
2Vk niile track.

T h a  duel r e p e a te d ly  
brought the 66,000 excited 
raring fans on hand leaping 
to their feet After it was all 
over, Pearaon received con­
gratulations in the victory 
circle from Miaa (Themguerd. 
representing a race sponaor.

Does it pay to have a fast 
pit crew? With only his five 
length margin of victory, 
Peareon's crew — headed hv 
Glen Wood and considered 
Ihe best crew on Ihe circuit 
— took a mere 46 1 seconds 
for three pit stops while Pat­
ty spent a toUl of 62 4 sec- 
onda in the pit for his three.

Buddy Baker came in third. 
Gordon Johncock-1973 Indy 
500 winner-finished fourth.

Although Petty has won 
five times al Daytona -  all 
in the faened Eiaytone 5(X> 
daaaic — the veteran driver 
has never been able to take 
the Firecracker event.
