Besides that, it tastes great,
they say. [don't know, because
I didn't eat any of it.

1 didn't eat any of it. 1 don't
like chicken very much. Act-
ually chicken tastes okay, but
it's so much trouble to get it
separated from the bone that I'm
exhausted by the time [ geta

nice big bite. (I'ts the same
with pecans; | love them so long
as somebody else shells them for
me).

Anyway, the idea of eating a
rabbit doesn'tespecially appeal
to me, but apparently I am in
the minority, because most of
those who tried it like it. And
this is great; | wish these fellows
all the success and hoppiness? in

the world in their venture,
Snakes also are eaten by some

folks, but we'll skip that deli-
cacy, toofl, thank you. So far
as | am concerned, snakes are to
be killed, regardless of race,
color orcreed.
