"Save your stubble and save
yourself some trouble", says
Marvin Bowling who is the Dis-
trict Director of the Sudan area
of the Lamb County Soil and
Water Conservation District.

SATURDAY. NOV.10

Asthe November 10 duck sea
son draws near hunters are urged
todo a little homework on duck
‘identification.

It might mean the difference
between a full morning of shoot-
10-point teal or a shot at a 70-
point mallard hen and one other
species.

It might also mean the dif
ference of being cited by game
wardens for shooting protected
species such as the black-bellied
tree duck.

Most hunters are probably un
familiar with the duck since it
is not common to the area.

Positive identification of "duck
cholera” has been made in some
1, 000 water birds found dead in
Wharton County recently ac-
cording to the Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department.

Now, another 2,000 water-
fowl have been found dead a-
round the playa lakes in the
Panhandle's Parmer County.

It too has been temtatively
diagnosed by pathologists at
Texas AGM University as pas-
teurella multocida, or fowl
cholera.

Pasteurellosis is an acute ill-
ness caused by a tiny bacterium
which kills quickly. It is trans-

mitted animal-to-animal and
may occur where water binds are
congested,

The Texas duck season opened
in the High Plains Mallard Man-
agement Unit October 25th and
goose sedson on October 29th.
Duck season opens in the re-
mainder of the state on Novem-
ber 10.

ture intake and holding capa-
city of the soil but improves
aeration, permeability and
tilth of the soil. When the res-
idue is burned or turned under,
the soil surface has the tendency
to crust and seal over thus in-
creasing the runoff of rainfall
and the breaking down of the
clods which forms a surface
roughness, and is more suscept-
able to wind and water erosion.
Where burning is done the soil
is more subject to breaking
down because of the loss of or-
ganic matter of the soil's sur-
face. The organic matter helps
bind the soil's particles together
and prevents the breakdown of
the surface roughness of the soil.
It helps keep the bacteria worm -
life in balance which will im-
prove the soils aeration permea-
bility, tilth, moisture and fer-

tility holding capacity of the
soil.

There are several methods
that can be used to maintain
a residue cover on the soil's
surface. It can be done by
leaving the stubble standing
and listing back to ity~—shred -
ded and left on the surface of
the soil,or shredded and lightly
worked into the top two or three
inches of the soil and left until
the land is prepared for pre-
planting.

Progress is being made in an
aspossible, the basic provisions
of cotton contracts for 1974 and
future years. But it is general-
ly agreed that this will not solve
the contracting problem of most
-concern to cotton producers —the
problem of contract perform-

ance.
The Toulkomm Association,

the American Cotton Shippers
Association and & committee
of the National Cotton Council
all are working toward a stand-
ard contract. Donald Johnson,
Executive Vice President of Lub-
bock-based Plains Cotton Grow -
ers, Inc. and a member of the
NCC committee, stated re-
cently that "This is something
we need as an aid in promot-
ing better understanding of each
party's contractual obligations,
butitis not something that will
assure producers that buyers can
and will live up to contract
terms. "

It is also noteworthy that the
Food and Fibers MarMeting Sub-
committee of the Texas House
Agriculture Commit&e is hold -
ing hearing to determine if
buyer licensing or other means
can be found to protect pro-
ducers against loss in the event
buyers defaulton contracts. But
the Texas Legislature doesn't
meet again in regular session
until 1975,

Meanwhile Johnson is advising
cotton producess in PCG's 25-
county area that their best pro-
tection for 1974 will be a thor-
ough investigation of any party

with whom they consider con-
sider contracting.

"It is foolish for producers to
assume that everybody in the

“If a buyer pupotn to be rep-
resenting one of the large and
reputable cotton firms, the pro-
ducer should make certain that
he, the buyer, in fact has writ-
ten authority to bind that firm
to contract terms, "

Johnson also belieyes that these
precautions on the part of pro-
ducers will always be worth-
while whatever licensing, bond -
ing, arbitration or other re-
quirements may be written into
law at some future date.

"While some measure of leg-
islated protection for producers
is definitely needed and will
probably be forthcoming, no
amount of legislation can ever
substitute for the good practice
of exercising cautionin all bus-
iness dealing, " he concluded.

Pageant planners said that
preparations for the pageant
were too far along for the
government to get out, so
Jesus would have to go.

Gross Misinterpretation

There has been a grave
misunderstanding of the mean-
ing of the First Amendment
clause which says, “Congress
shall make no law respecting
an establishment of religion
or prohibiting the free exer-
cise thereol.”

This has been interpreted
to mean “Thé courts shall
enforce a strict neutrality

between the government and
any form of religion.”

Do the words of the amend.
ment mean this? Of course
not!

Any reasonable person,
reading the amendment
without any preconceived no-
tion of its meaning, would
certainly come to the con.
clusion that the framers of
the amendment intended that
the Congress — the federal
government's unit charged
with the responsibility of
making laws — should com-
pletely refrain from any at-
tempt to regulate religion in
any way. What the Congress
is specifically forbidden to
do, the courts have no au.
thority to do, under the con.
stitution. The function of the
courts is to interpret the
laws as they apply in spe.
cific cases — emphatically
not to alter the meaning of
t he constitution or of any
law to make it mean what
the court thinks the law.
makers should have said.

Unreasonable Decision

If such an unreasonable
and improper decision had
been rendered by a court in
the days when the Constitution
was adopted, there would
have been an immediate out.
cry against such an absurd
interpretation of the First
Amendment,

“Them that honor Me I
will honor,” God has said,
“and they that despise Me
shall be lightly esteemed.”
The next time that we,
as a nation, recognize that
we need God and call on
Him for help in some great
crisis, will He remember
that we have decided to be
neutral about Him? And will
He be neutral about us?

Poultry Hatchings

Grain Stocks Decline
Decrease . . . Egg Production Drops
Increase.

Both in Texas and throughout the nation, stocks of
the four feed grains--corn, oats, barley and sorghum--show
declines as of Oct. 1

In Texas, the stocks of the four feed grains are set at
52,000,000 bushels, down 40,000,000 bushels from a year
ago. Grain sorghum was responsible for most of the
decrease. Corn stocks are below a year ago, but stocks of
oats and barley are above a year ago

Wheat stocks in all positions in Texas is estimated 1o
be 18 per cent below a year ago

Old Crop grain sorghum stocks are 67 per cent under
8 year ago, the lowest level since 1954. Corn stocks of old
crop grain is 49 per cent below a year ago

Oat stocks are up 11,300,000 bushels from a year
890, barley stocks are 1 200,000 higher than a year ago, and

rye stocks are 84 000 bushels more than a year ago
Nationwide, stocks of all grains are down 26 per cent

SALES of cattle, calves, sheep, goats and hogs in
Texas are below year ago totals, the Texas Crop and

Livestock Reporting Service notes

Cattle and calves marketed through auctions in Texas
during September numbered 602,000 head, 15 per cent
below a year ago and 33 per cent below the previous
month

Sheep sales during September totaled 75,000 head
this is 41 per cent below a year ago and 54 per cent below a
ago. Goat sales during September totaled 33,000
head: this is 28 per cent below last year and 13 per cent
below a month ago

Hog sales totaled 37,000 head, this is both 18 per
cent below a month ago and a year ago

month

EGG production statewide during September is four
per cent below a year ago and two per cent under last
month, Nationwide, egg production was down four per cent
from the past year and three per cent less than August

Texas layers totaled 11,100,000 during September,
two per cent below a year ago but one per cent above
August. The number of layers throughout the nation
declined four per cent from last year, but showed a one per
cent increase from last month

PRODUCTION of egg type chicks, broilers, chicks,
and turkey poults in Texas is up from a year ago
Nationwide, the trend is also true

The September hatch of egg-type chicks in Texas s
up two per cent from a year ago and 10 per cent from a
month earlier. The match of broiler chicks increased two
per cent from a year ago but was three per cent less than
the preceding month.

The total poult hatch was more than double that of a
year ago, but was four per cent below a month ago
