The U.S. Department of Agricultwte on October 2 rendered 
use of the Commodity O ^ t  Corpontion loan hi 1974 
slightly less aitrectiva to producers of agricultural commodities, 
according to Donald A. Johnson, Executive Vice Praaldanl 
of LubbMk-based Plaina Cotton Grosmra, lac.

USDA announced October 2 that the hMerast rate on CCC 
loans after that date would be 9.37a pv'bent, up 2.I2S per 
cent from the 7.2SO per cent announced on March 8 of Uiis 
year and 3.87S pet cent above the S.S per cent interest 
charge on 1973 crop loans.

Johnson said this changes previous PCG calculationa svhich 
showed the necessity for a .302 cent per pound per month 
price increase from the date of loan to date of sale if urn ol 
the loan was not to result in a lou. This “break-even point 
allowed fur 7S cents per month storage charge and 70 cents 
per month interest on a loan of SI 15.20 per bale, or a total 
cost of SI.45 pet bale per month.

Using the u iik  loan value per bale and the new interest 
rate, the monthly inlereal c h i i^  would come to cants 
per bale mstead of 70 cents. Thw. since the storage marge la 
not expected to change, the total cost of carrying cotton 
beyond harvest would be SI.65 per month and the break' 
even price incream per month becomes, .3437 cento per 
pound.

Under the anniversary date lowi regulations instituted in 
1971, growers can retain control of cotton up to 12 months 
under the CCC loan. CCC will forgive up to two months’ 
storage charges at the time the loan is made, and the loan 
doesn't mature until 10 months after the first day of the month 
in which the loan is executed.

The difference in the break-even point under the higher 
interest charge on cotton held 10 months, for example, is only 
417 cents per pound, leu than one-half cent.

“But on 100 bates,” Johnson cautions, “it could mean the 
difference between breaking even, losing over S2,000 more, or 
realuing over S2.000 leu gain.”

• • •
In the event of any ewiy frost or freeu, application of a 

defoliant or desiccant on this year’s cotton crop will be of no 
benefit, and with normal October weather and a normal frost 
of freexe date, lou of yield and mkronaire is inevitable.

This it the concensus of experienced High naira cotton 
reuarch people at the Texu AAM R euveh A Extension 
Center with regard to all but a very small pucenuge of area 
cotton. Dr Bob M etur, Cotton Specialist svith the Texra AAM 
Extension Service, now at Colte^ Station, n y t “My recom­
mendation it to stay out of theu Helds with any type of 
harvnt aid chemical or topping eouipment,” and adds, ^Thia 
IS certainly an area where moruy should not be spent.” Before 
moving to College Sution, Metrar w u Area Cotton Specialitt 
for the Lubbock research center for over seven yean.

According to Dr. Lavon Ray, a veteran of over 25 yean of 
cotton study at the Lubbock center, some u u  farmen with 
green, uppy cotton are thinking that a moderate amount of 
defoliation will allow more sunlight penetration and huten 
maturity of full size bolls. “And this thinking is not totally 
erroneous,” he admits, “except that the degree of defoliatkm 
achieved with chemicals is near impossible to control.”

A light defoliation is equal to a light frost, a heavy defolie- 
tion IS equal to a hud frost, and the application of chamicels 
may well produce one effect erhen the other w u antidpeted, 
Ray uys

Furthermore, Dr. Meuer points out that hi most caau wilt, 
wet weather and leaf blight are already causing considerable 
leaf drop, and additional defoliation is not adviuble unleu and 
until the ao p  is nuture.

Yausof reaeuch have proven that defoliation before 65 p «  
cent of the bolls u e  opm, or disiccation befora 80 p u  cent 
or more uc open, wiU advuaaly affect Unt yield and mkronaire. 
“And this yeu is no exception,” M etiu contends.

From Aupnt 11 to Septembu 25 of this yeu the High 
Plauis crop made very little progreu towud maturity Wum, 
tunny weethu it often* acarce during the remaindu of the 
growing season, which makes it aU the more important. 
Metier uys, “that we leave our cotton in such condition that it 
will take advantage of any good weathu that may occur before 
frost”
