2. Last wash we saw that 
th* old cove m at, which was 
th* ten oommandmenti, or 
the law oT Mosei, was given 
jiat to certain people and 
for a certalnperlod of time, 
until Christ diould come. 
There are those who u ach  
today that the ceremonial 
part of the law was done 
away, ^animal sacrifice etc) 
but that the ten command- 
menu are still a binding 
law on the Christian today. 
Thareforewe should worship 
on the Sabbath. (Saturday) 
We will see this week that 
Cod makes no such distinc­
tion, but that the entire 

Moaalcal Law was done a- 
way in Christ. Notice how 
the New Testament speaks 
of ^  Lawi Roman* 1»17. 
Paul quotes the prophet 
Habakkuk, " . .  the righteous 
shall live by faith". Paul 
says "h is  written", meaning 
It is written In the Old Test­
