DOOR TO DOOR

LEVELLAND—Toots Mansfield 
and ’Troy Fort, two of the world’s 
bt*st known calf ropers, will be 
featured in the Levelland rodeo 
arena on August 11. The long 
awaited contest is expected to 
attract roping fans from a several 
state area.

Slated to get underway at 2 
p. m. on Sunday, August 11, the 
match roping will be sponsored 
by the Levelland Rodeo Associa­
tion.

Association Presid e n t W. J. 
Robertson, long-time friend of 
the two ropers, was responsible 
for arranging the con test of 
champions in Texas’ largest ro­
deo arena.

Mansfield, whose hometown is 
Rankin, Texas, is the present 
world champion calf ropei*-a 
title the Texan has held for five 
out of the last eight years. At 
32 years, the champ roper stands 
six feet, one and a half inches 
and weighs 187 pounds.

Fort, New Mexico’s champion 
roper who has challenged the 
world champion, is from Loving 
ton, ,N. M. Tbe challenger is three 
years younger than Mansfield 
(29t and is two and a half inches 
shorter in stature (five feet. 11 
inchesi. Fort’s weight is 168 
pounds.

Robertson pointed todqy to the 
roping as one of the greatest 
events in history of match rop 
ing. Fort and Mansfield have 
been matched before, but for a 
variety of reasons--going through 
illnesses, the war and others— 
postponement has resulted.

This time there will be no post­
ponement. These two world fam­
ed ropers will match their skill 
and time, Robertson declared.

No hard feelings exist between 
the two ropers and regardless of 
which wins the men will remain 
friends. Both are high-type gen­
tlemen w i t h  sporting minds. 
Both Mansfield and Fort knows 
he is meeting the best roper he 
has ever contested. Each is get­
ting in shape for the topflight 
sporting event, Robertson com­
mented.

As a sidelight to the local ap­
pearance of the two top ropers, 
both Mansfield and Fort have 
listed three reasons why they 
chose the Levelland arena as the 
setting for the championship rop­
ing match. The reasons, of which 
all local citizens are duly proud, 
were given as follows:

Fort—The Levelland arena is 
the best place In the world to 
rope: Levelland contests have the 
best people in the world behind 
them: the Levelland arena is a 
lucky place for this Lovington 
roper. —

Mansfield — Levelland has a 
large arena with good ground; 
Levelland is in the heart of 
match roping country: the people 
of Levelland are always behind 
good Western sport and are fair 
and hospitable to the visiting 
cowboys.

ance of two of the world's best 
ropers—Juan and Tony Salinas 
of Encinal, Texas.

The world champion has de­
feated in match roping some of 
the same ropers as Fort—Poage, 
Edwards and Keeney. In addi­
tion he has emerged winner over 
Jess Goodspeed, Wetumka, Okla.; 
Jack Shaw, Roew’ell, N. M.; Jiggs 
Burk, Comanche, Okla.; as well 
as the late Clyde Burk who held 
the world championship title the 
other three years In the last 
eight.

For the match in Levelland on 
August 11, Fort plans to ride Nap, 
a 14-year-old horse once the pro­
perty of Jake McClure, and Dun- 
ny, a six-year old horse recently 
purchased by the roper for $750.

Mansfield has selected two of 
his best roping horses for the 
local appearance. He will use 
Smokey, a blue seven-year-old 
horse that has carried him to 
honors in .New York City and 
pan, a seven-year-old bay.

Levelland's $20,000 rodeo arena 
is already being put in the best 
of condition for the match. Re­
cent addition of new grandstands 
and planned erection of stf^l 
bleachers to line the other side 
of the arena will furnish seating 
space for the ciowds. Actual size 
of the arena is 175 by 85 yards.

Reserved seat tickets in the 
covered grandstand will go on 
sale In advance.

Rounding out a full afternoon 
of entertainment for roping fans 
here on August 11, Robertson an­
nounced, in addition to the rop­
ing spectacle will be exhibition 
steer roping and bronc riding. 
Bull-dogging and other match 
roping contests and jackpot rop- 
ings are also booked.

Backgrounds of the 
famed cowboys hold spotlight at­
tention as the eve of their champ­
ionship match approaches.

Fort is a native of Lovington, 
New Mexico. He has tied the 
fastest calf in the Texas Exposi­
tion and Fat Stock show through 
all years of the Fort Worth rodeo 
performances.

In match roping Fort has met 
and defeated such ropers as Jack 
Shipworth, Clovis. N. M.: Homer 
Pettigrew. Grady, N. M.; who has 
been world champion steer wres­
tler for the past four years as 
well as the world champion a ll­
round cowboy in 1941; Royce Se- 
walt. King, Tex.; Sonny Edwards, 
Big Springs, Tex.; Walton Poage, 
Rankin. Tex.; and James Kenney, 
Marathon. Tex.

Early roping for Fort was a 
hobby, but he soon found it to 
be as natural with him as "for 
a Brahma calf to steal Jers.*y 
milk.” So. with the help of the 
late Jake McClure, one-time wor­
ld champion calf roper, he soon 
found himself pitted against the 
be.st. Fort has never refused an 
offer to meet any roper in match 
event and has defeated almost 
all of them regardless of age or 
size.

Getting hack to the man who 
holds the world champion calf 
roping title now, Robertson point­
ed out that Toots Mansfield be­
gan roping professionally at the 
age of 22 years. World champion 
titles won by the Bandera-horn 
Texan have been for the years 
1939, 1940, 1941, 1943 and 1945.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLU'nON
proposing an Amendment to 

Article 16 of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas, by adding 
thereto Section 62 providing a Re­
tirement, Disability and Death 
Compensation Fund for the ap­
pointive officers and employees 
of the State; limiting the amount 
contributed by the State to such 
Fund; providing for investment 
of Fund with certain exceptions; 
prohibiting recipients of benefits 
hereunder from receiving other 
direct aid from the State; author­
izing counties to provide and ad­
minister such a Fund for ap­
pointive county officers and em­
ployees after favorable vote in a 
county election for such purpose; 
limiting the amount contributed 
by the county to such Fund; pro­
viding for investment of Fund 
with certain exceptions; prohibit­
ing recipients of benefits from 
said Fund from receiving other 
direct aid from the State: and 
providing for an election, neces­
sary form of ballot, and publi­
cation on the question of adop­
tion of this Amendment.
B* It ResolTod By The Legislature 

Of The Stote Of Texas:
Section 1. That Article 16 of 

the Constitution of the State of 
Texas be amended by adding 
thereto Section 62, which shall 
read as follows;

“Sec. 62 (a ) The Legislature 
shall have the right to levy taxes 
to provide a Retirement, Disabil­
ity a n d  Death Compensation 
Fund for the appointive officers 
and employees of the State; pro­
vided that the amount contribut­
ed by the State to such Fund 
shall equal the amount paid for 
the same purpose from the in­
come of each such person, and 
shall not exceed at any time five 
per centum (5 T ) of the compen­
sation paid to each such person 
by the State, and shall In no one 
year exceed the sum of One Hun­
dred and Eighty Dollars i$180) 
for any such person.

“Ail funds provided from the 
compensation of such person, or 
by the State of Texas, for such 
Retirement. Disability and Death 
Compensation Fund, as are re­
ceived by the Treasury of the 
State of Texas, shall be invested 
in bonds of the United States, 
the State of Texas, or counties or 
cities of this Slate, or in bonds 
issufKl by any agency of the 
United States Government, the 
payment of the principal of and 
interest on which is guaranteed 
by the United States, provided 
that a sufficient amount of said 
funds shall be kept on hand to 
met*t the immediate payment of 
the amount likely to become due 
each year out of said Fund, such 
amount of funds to be kept on 
hand to be determined by the 
agency- which may be provided 
by law to administer said Fund; 
and provided that the recipients 
of benefits from said Fund shall 
not be eligible for any other pen 
slon retirement funds or direct 
aid from the State of Texas, un­
less the Fund, the creation of

“ (b ). Each county shall have

lieing published in at least one

come of each such person, and 
shall net exceed at any time five 
p«*r centum (.5'"; i of the compen­
sation paid to each such person 
by the county, and shall in no 
one year exceed the sum of One 
Hundred and Ei g h t y Dollars 
(SlSOt for any such person.

“All funds provided from the 
compensation of each such per- 
-son, or by the county, for such

ceived by the county, shall be in­
vested in bonds of the United 
States, the State of Texas, or 
counties or cities of this State, or 
in bonds issued by any agency of 
the United States Government, 
the payment of the principal of 
and interest on which is guar­
anteed by the United States, pro­

County Premiums 
For South Plains 
Fair Increased
LUBBOCK— County and com­

munity premiums for the 29th 
Annual Panhandle South Plains 
Fair to be held in Lubbock Oc­
tober 7-12, have been increased, 
officials of the Fair Association 
announced today.

In th e  county classification 
cash prizes have been upped as 
much as $35 with both third and 
fourth awards jumping from $40 
to $75 and from $25 to $60 re­
spectively. First and second priz­
es are $100 and $85 this year, an 
Increase of 25 each. Fifth place 
got a similar increase to $50. The 
county ranking sixth will receive 
a $40 prize, $15 more than here­
tofore. Those ranking seventh 
through fifteenth receive $25 a- 
piece.

With the exception of seventh 
and eighth places, which receiv­
ed $5 increases this year, pre­
miums for the best community 
display remain the same. First 
prize is $25, second is $20, third 
receives $15. and fourth through 
eighth get $10 apiece.

Community exhibits must be 
obtained from within the bounds 
of the eight school districts in 
Lubbock County and are confined 
to those districts only.

Diabetes Took Toll 
O f Lives In Texas 
The Past Year
AUSTIN—Despite the fact that 

modern medicine can do much to 
help the diabetic live out a norm- 
al life span, nevertheless diabet­
es took a toll of several hundred 
lives in Texas during the past 
year, according to Dr. Geo. W 
Cox. State Health Officer.

"While the communicable di­
seases such as typhoid fever, ma-1 
laria, diphtheria and smallpox | 
are annually causing a decreas i 
ing numlier of deaths in this' 
countiy, diabetes is still taking a i 
tragic number of human lives! 
each year, especially in the mid-1 
die aged group,’” Dr. Cox said.

“ Until recent years dialK'tt“S| 
was not noted as a mjor health | 
problem, but it became accepted 
as such in direct ratio to the de-1 
velopment of medical laboratory I 
procedures, which made the di-| 
sease more easily diagnosed.”

Dr. Cox said that diabetes is 
generally recognized as a class 
disease. It seems to attach the

white collar class of indoor men 
and women much more frequent­
ly than it dues the outdoor per­
son whose work is more vigorous 
and calls for mo r e  exercise. 
Whatever the actual cause of the 
diseas«> may be. aoi'ational and 
economic conditions are factors, 
since it se»»ms a fact that those 
who do not indulge in luxurious 
living and uhuse occupations 
call for.manual labor are not fre­
quently affec'ted.

Dr. Cox stattHl that simple, 
wholesome diets, sufficient ex- 
ercis<» and sh*ep are factors in the 1 
prevention of diabetes, and an | 
annual physical examination. 
es{)*H'ially in middle aged pt*r- 
sons. is important so that if the 
dis»*ase is pr«*se n t . competent 
treatment can be instituted while 
the disease is in its early stage.

PARTNERSHIP
Did you ever have a Joint 

checking account w i t h  some 
body? They can be handy things 
sometimes. So can a tin of gaso­
line in the basement, but both 
are extremely dangerous. All 
parties concerned must, of neces­
sity, have a cooperative under­
standing about h ow  a joint 
checking account is to be used, 
how fast and for what purposes. 
Otherwise, one par t y ’ s error 
might c a u s e  the other one 
trouble, no end.

I wish all the taxpayers in the 
United States could realize that 
they have a Joint checking ac­
count with Uncle Sam. Moreover 
I wish they might suddenly wake 
up to the fact that everything 
they have is in this Joint account. 
If Uncle 5>am’s stubs are not bal­
anced. or if Uncle Sam’s checks 
are not all numbered, Mr. Tax­
payer is certain to have to make 
it good personally when some­
thing “ bounces.”

A Joint Account
It is high time now for some 

lonstructive thinking alwut the 
taxpayer's partnership with gov­
ernment. .America has no myster­
iously far away colonies from 
which savage natives stmd prc*c- 
ious metals, pt‘ lts and gems in 
return for dime store Jewelry. The ; 
only way any administration in 
the United States can increase 
treasury income is by taxation. 
They spend and we pay. Thai’s 
the story.

Government can as5M>ss taxes to 
the amount of what government 
needs, or thinks it needs, and; 
that's a matter of Judgement, j 
During the war our e.xecutivi»s! 
spent money faster than it came' 
in. running the country’s debt lo ; 
268 billion dollars. However wise-' 
ly the debt was contracted, it 
will never be any smaller until 
government o f f i c i a l s  begin 
spending less than they collect 
from the people by taxation. 

Bolonc* the Budget
There is considerable doubt 

whether those who sp>end and 
those who pay have a cooperative 
understanding about their Joint 
account. They ought to see eye- 
to-eye. Victory was cheap, what­
ever it cost in money, but the un­
paid portion still has to be met. 
Moreover the country’s best econ­
omists think now is the time to 
start paying off the debt, wv hile 
nearly all of us are earning good
pay-

Recently I saw a summary of 
proposed federal spending for the 
next 12 months; a w ork-sheet 
from the 1947 budget, currently 
being considered. This budget 
can be halanc(‘d as certainly .is 
figures can be depended upon to 
tell the truth. It calls for an out­
lay of 35.1 billion dollars to come 
from 31.5 billion of revenue— 
Just 3.6 billion dollars in the red. 
Such a shortage need not exist. 

Stoy in the BlcKk
The deficit can be off.set two 

or three times by economy. Most 
of the expense items can be de­
flated some. Such obligations as 
social security, veterans' bene­
fits, refunds and the interest on 
public debt arc fixed. They can’t 
be cut. But there are seven other 
general classifications of expen­
ses that ought to be deflated 
about 50 per cent, all told. If 
this over draft can be avoided 
it’s a duty.

Cotton and hogs made the 
largest gains last week while 
most other southwest farm pro­
ducts moved at steady to easier 
prices, according to USDA’s Pro­
duction and Marketing Admin­
istration.

Cotton advanced more than 
two cents a pound last week fol­
lowing earlier declines. Spo t  
market activity incre a s e d in 
south Texas markets but was 
moderate elsewhere. Export de 
mand was good and domestic 
mill demand is expected to in 
crease with clarification of price 
ceilings. Sales in the 10 spot mar 
kets totaled 56,000 bales for the 
week ended August 1, 57,200 
bales for the preceding week and 
83,200 bales for the same period 
last year.

Higher feed prices continued to 
send iiberal poultry supplies to 
southwest market s .  However, 
hens held about steady with 
heavy weights quoted 22 to 21 
cents a pound, Dallas and Ft. 
Worth; 23 to 25 cents, Denver and 
27 to 31 cents. New Orleans. Fry­
ers were down from recent high 
levels and ranged from 30 to 35 
cents a pound at most markets.

Eggs remained about steady 
with most dealers buying strictly 
on a candled basis. Hot weather 
reduci-d supplies. Demand c-on- 
tinued fair at most southwest 
consuming centers.

Cattle receipts were heavier at 
most southwest markets l a s t  
week. Trading was fairly- active 
at I'rratic prices. Most top quality- 
cattle yere steady, but lower 
grades were weak. Houston soUl 
common and medium st€H*rs and 
yearlings at SI 1.50 to $14.50 and 
common and medium cows at 
$8.75 to $11 a hundred pounds.

Construction of five tcmfwarv 
dormitories for single students

More'than 250,000 veterans cf 
World War II living in Texas 
Louisiana, and Mississippi have 
filed pension claims, of which 
118,752 were awarded pensions 
and 121,638 had their claims dis­
allowed.

During the past three months 
the VA, on a nation-wide basis, 
has b e e n  adjudicating about 
365,000 disability cl a i m s per 
month. Over 2,225,000 claims are 
expected to be adjudicated this 
year.

The VA has already paid out 
over $.500,000,000 to disabled vet­
erans of World War II.

Disability pensions range from 
$11.50 a month for 10 percent 
disability to $115 a month for 
total disability.

There are also statutory a- 
wards for certain specific total 
disabilities, such as blindness in 
both eyes, loss of the use of both 
hands, or paraplegia (spinal cord 
injury! which may b«> as high as 
$300 a month.

VA urges veterans who believe 
they are entitled to a disability 
pemsion to file their claims with 
in one year from date of dis­
charge.

Payments on disability claims 
filed within the onc-yeaj- p<'riod 
begin from the date of the vet 
eran’s disrhargc Payments on 
claims filed after that p<>riod 
start from the date the claim is 
filed.
