Dr. Michael Shadid Gave Advantages
0f Co-op Hospital In Address Friday

Dr. Michael Shadid, who or-
ganized the first cooperative hos-
pital in the United States ad-
dressed an attentative group at
the Morton School Auditorium,
Friday, December 6,

In the main course of his
speech he outlined the advantag-
es of a cooperative hospital.

Advantage No. 1. Doctors
have deserted the small towns
throughout the nation, The old
doctors have passed away or re-
tired and the younger generation
of doctors refuse to practice med-
icine, except in places where they
have access to hospitals, labora-
tories and other professional fa-
cilities. So they locate in the lar-
ger centers of population where
they are most needed.

A co-op hospital, by furnishing
needed facilities and equipment
and guaranteeing adequate sal-
aries attract good doctors. “For
instance,” the doctor said, “the
town of Moreland, Okla., with a
population of 500 people, has 2
co-op hospital with 5 doctors on
the staff.”

Advantge No, 2. A co-op hos-
pital delivers better medical care
than a mere family doctor. “Me-
dicine,” said the speaker, “has
become complex and technical,
so that no one or two doctors can
deliver good medical care. It
takes a group of physicians, spec-
jalists, dentists and technicians
organized around a hospital, to
deliver adequate medical care.
Whenever a group of people can
band together and organize a
modern hospital, this group can
get good medical services, be-
cause with their prepayment
they can maintain a staff of
medical men,

Advantage No. 3. A coopera-
tive hospital in addition to at-
tracting doctors to its community
and giving better medical ser-
vices, make it possible for low in.
come people to avail themselves
of better medical care.

“Good medical care,” explain-
ed the speaker, ‘“has become
costly and beyond the reach of
most people. The ordinary man
can pay a few dollars per month,
but he cannot pay a few hundred

dollars for a case of illness, re-
quiring surgical operations and
hospitalization.”

Advantage No 4. By paying a
given sum each month of each
year for medical care, a family
can feel free to take advantage
of preventative medical carec.
People call the doctor before it is
too late, They call on doctors for
regular checkups before sickness
strikes. They do not wait until a
cold developes into pneumonia,
or until the appendix ruptures,
or until diabetes developes into
comma or unconsciousness, and
they take preventive innocula-
tions against colds, typhoid fever,
whopping cough, tetanus and
other diseases. “The prevention
of disease,” said the doctor,
“must become the chief aim of
the doctor,” The co-op hospital
makes the beginning.

If the services of preventative
medicine can begin in infancy
and continue through adult life
for all the people, the average
span of human life can be in-
creased beyond our wildest
dreams,” Dr. Shadid said.

Advantage No. 5. The doctor
explained that under the cooper-
ative system the physician has a
stake, not in sickness, but in
health, and the less sickness
there is the more time the doctor
has for study and recreation,

Forty percent of the illness that
send patients to doctors are due
to fear, to unhygienic living or to
social maladjustment, Dr. Shadid
pointed out, These people need
re-cducation and assurance. They
do not need medicine, or surgical
operations, or x-ray.

Dr. Shadid explained that co-
operative medicine is especially
advantageous to the doctor, for
every good doctor likes to prac-
tice with a group of doctors, so
he may practice better medicine
and limit his practice to his par-
ticular speciality. In this manner
the doctor makes fewer mistakes,
Furthermore under the coopera-
tive system, the doctor is assured
an adequate salary and is free
from overhead expense. He en-
joys economical security and
does not magnify his patients
worst delusions for livelihood.

Q. If a disabled veteran com
pleted his on-the-job training
and is unemployed can he draw
unemployment compensation?

A. Yes Under Public Law 346
(G. L. Bill), he may be entitled to
readjustment allowance up to a
maximum of 52 weeks provided
he is able to, and available for,
work at the time.
