County Land Use

Committee Plans

Action On Agricultural Measures

The Cochran County Land Use
Planning Committee met on Aug.
ust 9 and discussed several agri-
cultural measures, The commit-
tee voted unanimously to take
definite action on:

1. A County-wide rat control
{campaign.

2. Johnson grass killing de-
monstration in barrow ditches
and fields.

3. To assist farmers who want
an all around conservation pro-
gram on their farms in soil and
wind erosion to obtain mixed
grasses, sodding and contours.

4. Make available to farmers
who desire Bangs testing for
their dairy cattle.

5. To plan a 4-H Club Stock
Show Barn for Cochran County's
annual stock show.

The County Agriculture Agent
will put on an extensive educa-
tional program for farmers, de-
signed for individual participa-
tion, beginning mid-September.
Meetings will be held in each
community to aid the farmers in
their program; where to get poi-
son bait, how to mix and use it,
kind to get best results and pre-
cautions in handling. “A Modern
Pied Piper” movie will be shown
in conjuction with the rat-killing
program. Ninety per-cent of the
rats in the county could be killed
by this well-rounded program,
and it is very important to ex-
terminate these rodents because
fleas on their bodies are known
to spread bubonic plague.

Johnson grass is not difficult
to control with a chemical spray

and not very expensive if
trolled while in small bunches
It is planned by the Land Us
Committee that a Johnson
killing demonstration will be
{held in each Precinet of the coun

con

grass

ty. Barrow ditches and an ad
joining field will be sprayed
showing the correct method to

follow. The chemical is not poi
sonous to animals; livestock will
eat very little vegetation that
has been sprayed unless starved
to it.
