This Amendment Must Be De­
feated—The present tendency of 
every unit of government is to 
Legislate to o  much. Tax too 
much, and Spend too much.— 
TTnless this practice Is checked. 
Bankruptcy seems inevitable.

No better Illustration could be 
found than in the actions of our 
l,egislature in its Billion Dollar 
1949 Session Just concluded. At 
the beginning of the session the 
State had a surplus of approxi­
mately $100,000,000 00 — At the 
close of the session the Legis­
lature had not only appropriated 
this huge surplus, but $^,000,-
000. 00 In excess of the entire es­
timated income of the State for 
the next two years. This made It 
rrecessary for Governor Jester to 
vetc the appropriations for the 
eleemosynary Institutions for the 
second year, and created the 
necessity of calling a Special 
Session of t h e  Legislature to 
raise money by levy ing addition­
al taxes.

Among many sound and valid 
objections to the Adoption of this 
Amendment are the following:

1. Annual Sessions of the Leg­
islature will m e a n  that the
1. egl8lature will he In session 
from six to nine months each and 
every vear from now on.

2. TTiat the additional cost of 
the annual sessions will amount 
to at least $2,500.000 00 for the 
two years.

3. We must check the present 
fixed course of government units 
to legislate too much, spend too 
much and tax too much—this 
amendment would speed up our 
march to bankruptcy.

4. If members of the Legisla­
ture are permitted to stay in Aus­
tin six to nine months each year. 
H follows as the night the day 
that there will he passed a law 
Dmviding for a Legislative Office 
Building costing five or six mil­
lion dollars, so that members 
may have the facilities of a priv­
ate office, have private secretar­
ies the year around, and such 
other help as the members may 
deem desirable. Then stay In 
Austin. Legislate, Tax and Spend. 
—Tax, Spend and Legislate the 
year round, with little or no re­
straint.—Do you know that the 
House, in Its session Just ended, 
actually pas.sed such a bill?

5. A great number of Inform­
ed people in Texas have foV years 
advocated a reduction In the 
membership of our State Legis­
lature. If this amendment is 
adopted, such a program would 
die aborning. We would never be 
able to get two-thirds, or any 
cons i der abl e  number of the 
members of the Legislature to 
ever vole themselves out of a Job 
paying $3,600 per year and en­
abling them to live in Austin and 
keep the Legislature in session 
c o n t i n u a l l y ,  if it met their 
whim.s.

6. The final reason herein ex­
pressed agaln.st the adoption of 
this amendment is vital and 
fundamental. No amendment to 
our organic law ever should be 
adopted unless the widest pub­
licity possible has been given it, 
and until the people have been 
made familiar with its full im­
port and effect

The form in which this amend­
ment appears on the ballot pro­
vides no information whatever 
for the people, and may well 
have the effect of deluding the 
voters into thinking that t h e  
matter is of little or no import-

We are on record as opposing 
the poll tax as a matter of prin- | 
ciple. We believe that the con- i 
stitutionally guaranteed privil- | 
ege of a free vote means Just i 
what it says . . .  freedom to vote, j 
with no strings attached, f o r  
every qualified citizen.

But we are going to go on re­
cord right now as opposing the 
proposed amendment to the Con­
stitution of the State of Texas 
which would outlaw the poll tax 
in this state.

Does that sound inconsistent? 
How closely have you read the 
text of the amendment?

There’s a great big grinning 
Joker In that document, and the 
more we look at it, the bigger it 
looks.

The Joker is that, while you 
won’t have to pay a poll tax to 
v)te in any election In which 
federal officers are Involved, you 
will have to pay a “registration 
fee” . . .  and that fee. which the 
legislature has so casually in­
serted In the amendment. Isn’t 
set In advance.

It can be any amount which 
any legislature chooses to make 
It.

The "registration fee’’ proposed 
In the amendment may or may 
not be more than the present 
$1.75 poll tax. The power to set 
the fee. and the amount at which 
If can be set. it left to the discre­
tion of the Legislature. . .  not too 
comforting a thought when you 
consider the amount of "dlscre- 
tk n " exhibited by some of our 
W sla tu res In the past.

WTiat’s more, the over-age vot­
ers who are now exempt, soeclflc- 
ally, from pa>Tnent of the poll 
tax. mav be required to pav the 
registration fae. Again It’s left up 
to the Legislature.

What we’re trvlng to point out 
is that this oartlculsr amend­
ment doesn’t do what It apoears 
to do on the face of It. Most 
voters, who won’t bother to read 
more than the title of the amend­
ment, will automatically believe 
that the poll tax is being repeal­
ed. And so It i s . . . but  in name 
only.

We are opposed to the poll tax 
. . .  but we prefer a poll tax which 
is set at a definite amount to a 
“registration fee” with the a-

.mount left up to the whims of 
I the Legislature.

Here is an amendment which 
.doesn’t amend . . .  a “free vote” 
¡which isn’t going to be fr e e .. .  
I another, and not uncommon, ex- 
Iample of the sort of Legislative 
double-talk designed only to con- 
fuse the voters.

It’s important to read “the fine 
'.print” . . .  in constit i t u t i o n a 1 
amendments and legislative bills 
as well as in contracts and in­
surance policies. Vote your con­
victions on this one . . ,  but know 
what you’re voting on.

W h a t is C o tton?
With e v e r y o n e  wondering 

whether Crosby county’s cotton 
crop this year will be a bumper 
one, or whether we are doomed 
to another disapp<jintment, this 
definition of “What Is Cotton?” 
seems quite appropriate;

Cotton is the overcoat of a seed 
that is planted and grown in the 
Southern states to keep the pro­
ducers broke and the buyers 
grey. The fi)>er varies in color 
and in weight, and the man who 
can guess nearer the length of 
fiber is called a cotton man by 
the public, a fool by the farmer 
and a poor business man by 
creditors.

The price of cotton is fixed in 
New York and goes up when you 
have sold and down when you

have Ixiught. A buyer working 
'for a group of mills was sent to 
¡New York to watch the cotton 
market, and after a few days of 

¡deliberation w i r e d  his firm:
I “Some think it will go up, and 
¡some think it will go down. I do, 
■ too. Whatever you do will be 
I wrong. Act at once.” 
i Cotton is planted in the spring, 
mortgaged in the summer and 
left in the field in the winter.

Use the liquid for .sea 
sonlng the chutnev. just before 
its removed from the stove 5^a- 
son and taste—until it suits your 
individual preference, remember 
ing that it is supposed to be •̂er̂  
"hot''. Pour into sterilized jars or 
bottle w hen cool and seal.
