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A news release from the So­
cial Security Administration 
told this week some facts con­
cerning the first full year of 
Medicare In Texas.

According to the regional As­
sistant Social Security commis­
sioner, over $130,300,000 was 
paid out by the federal medi­
care program for the care of 
people age 65 and over InTexas 
during the year.

The Social Security official 
said that there are 895,500 
people over 65 In the state who 
are eligible for hospital Insur­
ance under Medicare. This 
group produced 300,000 hospi­
tal admissions. (Some of these 
may be duplicates).

It was stated that there was 

an Increase In hospital use by 
older people, but It was des­
cribed as "within reasonable 
limits."

Overall, the program was 
credited with Increasing the 
total hospital occupancy during 
Medicare’s first year by around 
five per cent.

The State Fair of Texas ssys 
"Only a mother could have lov­
ed a newly - hatched Bronto­
saurus, but visitors to the 1967 
State Fair of Texas Oct. 7-22 
In Dallas will get their chance 
to try ."

That goes not Just for Bron­
tosaurus babies but for eleven 
other dinosaurs which will be 
on display between the Music 
Hall and Automobile Building.

Sponsored by theSinclair Re­

fining Company, the giant ex­
hibit was created at a cost of 
approximately $500,000 and 
took two years to construct.

Largest of the twelve life- 
size fibreglass reproductions 
of members of the dinosaur fa­
mily Is the Brontosaurus which 
measures 80 feet. Sculptor 
was Dr. Louis Taul Jonas, na­
turalist-sculptor and creator of 
many wild life dioramas at New 
York’s Museum of Natural His­
tory.

Many varieties of dlnasaurs 
lived for about 140 million 
years In pre-hlstorlc times, a 
longer life than man's exis­
tence. Primitive forms of man 
appeared In the dinosaur’s lat­
ter days but existed In the sha­
dow of that reptile. I tlnosaurs 
lived on land and In the sea, and 
some In the air. Most were ve­
getarian but some were meat- 
eaters. Most notable among the 
latter group was the Tyranno­
saurus, the fierce beast with 
six-inch teeth.

• *  • •

Briefly, the dinosaur (from 
Greek meaning "terrible liz­
ard" dominated the Earth long­
er than any other kind of crea­
ture. In the late Palozolc Era, 
the dinosaur's vegetarian fore­
bears appeared as small, agile 
creatures. Following ancient 
life. Into Intermediate life (Me­
sozoic Fra), most species grew 
tremendously In size. They 
flourished during Trlassic, 
Jurassic and Cretaceous geolo­
gic periods. During that time, 
man’s predecessors first ap­
peared In the shadow of the dlna- 
saur.

Extinction of the dinosaur Is 
laid, In theory, to three factors; 
change in climate, evolution 
of different plant life and/or 
rise In early mammal popula­
tion. Its revival has been 
brought about by the Interest 
of Sinclair, which sought to dra­
matize the age and origin of its 
baste natural resource; crude 
oil.

for ttiem to get their proteata In 
line," Bowman said.

The Liquor Control Board'a 
district supervisor Indicated 
that he already had a "desk 
full" of protests, when he re - 
truned from his vacation Mon­
day morning. Meanwhile, more 
protests were being prepared 
by Frlona residents.

Bowman indicated that It was 
the responsibility of his office 
to investigate the people who 
apply for a club permit. If the 
character of those applying for 
the permit Is okay, the Lubbock 
office would then send a "clea­
rance report** to Austin, where 
the permits are Issued.

A private club normally seeks 
members, who bring their li­
quor to be kept at the club. No 
liquor may be actually sold at 
the club, since It Is kept for the 
members.

One of the objections being 
raised locally la the fact that 
the Sheriffs office would be 25 
miles away (Farwell), and there 
would be just a county deputy 
to police the club. It being 
outside the City of Frlona's 
police Jurisdiction.

Sheriff Lovelace said this 
week that he thought his office 
probably could take care of 
the policing angle, but object­
ed to the "additional hazards" 
which would be Imposed.

The food specialists also 
evaluated other low-fat baked 
products.

A disease new to the West 
Texas area Is suspected In some 
corn and grain sorghum fields. 
The Invader Is believed to be 
maize dwarf mosaic virus, says 
Dr. Robert W. Berry, Extension 
plant pathologist at Texas A&M 
University's South Plains Re­
search and Extension Center.

Fields heavily infected with 
the suspected virus have been 
found In the Hereford, Deaf 
Smith County, as well as In parts 
of Parmer, Castro, Dallam, 
Moore, Donley, Hale, Crosby, 
and Floyd Counties.

Infected plants show a mot­
tled pattern of light and dark 
green on the new leaves as they 
emerge from the whorl, ex­
plains Berry. In grain sor­
ghum. Infected plants will turn 
bright red or reddish-brown in 
cool weather.

As the tender 
shoots of this grass emerge 
In the spring, the aphids begin 
feeding, acquire the virus and

move to susceptible crops 
where they transmit the dis­
ease.

There appear to be some 
varietal differences, adda 
Berry, but all varieties exam­
ined in the area are seemingly 
susceptible to the suspected vi­
rus.

At this time there are no con­
trol practices which will be of 
benefit to susceptible cropa, 
the pathologist explains. Many 
specimens of Infected plants 
hsve been submitted to Dr. Rob­
ert W. Toler, virologist with 
the Department of Plant 
Sciences at Texas A AM, for 
positive Identification of the 
disease.

At Home In 
Parmer County

DINOSAURS INVADE

Vacation, camps, re-unions 
and many activities are In full 
swing. Everyone Is trying to keep 
cool. Leaders, parents, and 4-H 
members left for camp this week- 
high in New Mexico mountains 
east of Pecos, They will keep 
cool -  no doubt about that, es­
pecially at night.

After a two weeks vacation -  
part of which was spent In the 
mountains, my return to the Ex­
tension office found a desk piled 
high with mall that will require 
some hours to reduce. Vaca­
tions are wonderful-but work Is 
too, because It m ikes one appre­
ciate just “being lazy" for 
a while.
KEEP SUMMER FOODS COOL

With many summer activities, 
food is a major concern. Peo­
ple will use more foods such as 
chicken, tuna, egg salad for cold 
plates and sandwiches. Remem­
ber this — these delicious foods 
are subject to bacteria growth 
that cause food poisoning.

In tests with chicken salad the 
researchers found that the most 
critical factor Is the tme re­
quired for cooling from room 
temperature to refrigerator tem­

perature. About three hours are 
required for chicken salad four 
Inches deep to reach refrigerator 
temperature of (41 degrees F.) 
after It has been moved from 
room temperature.

Put the salad In shallow pans 
or dishes so that It will cool 
rapidly. Don't make up too 
much at a time. Serve prompt­
ly after removal from refri­
gerator.

Frozen sandwiches are high on 
list forplcnlcs, provided they 
are eaten as soon as they are 
thawed.

It’s well to remember that 
many of the Illnesses In sum­
mer, sometime called th e '‘sum- 
mer complaint”  or "upset sto­
mach," can be the result of rapid 
bacterial growth in summer 
foods. Keep them well refri­
gerated for safety.
HELPFUL BRIEF NOTES

What a child wants for break­
fast and what mother wants him 
to eat often are nutritionally 
equal. A breakfast of hog dog, 
bun, milkshake and an orange is 
the same nutritionally as a break­
fast of orange juice, egg, cereal 
and milk.
