Milner mentioned such
sinesses as cattle feeding,
wrucking, rendering facilities,
soap processing, dog and cat
food manufacturing and phar-
maceutical manufacturers as
possible ‘*frosting on the indus-

trial cake,"

Jack Carrothers, manager of
Friona Feed Yards, Inc,, added
another possible business for
Friona when he pointed out that
the feed yard he manages spent
in excess of $150,000 on vetri-
nary supplies last year,

Carrothers, in discussing the
balanced rations which are used
by the modern feedlots, said
‘“We pay more attention to the
technical feeding of our cattle
than we pay to the feeding of our
children at home,"’

The local feedlot manager
stated that packers and graders
tell local feeders that our cat-
tle, fattened with grain sorghum
as the grain portion of the diet,
are as desirable as any in the

United States,

It was pointed out that the
state of Texas is now fourth
nationally in cattle feeding, be-
hind the states of lowa, Nebras-
ka and California, having ad-
vanced from sixth place a few
years ago,

In the next five or six years,
Carrothers stated, the High
Plains of Texas will have the
largest concentration of cattle
of any area in the UnitedStates,

Sam Thomas, Agricultural
Development Manager for
Southwestern Public Service

Co,, @nother speaker on the
program, predicted that the
High Plains area wouldfeed ov-
er 2,000,000 cattle during 1968,

Present feedlot capacity on
the Plains is 769,000, This is
expected to reach 1,200,000 by
next spring, It is possible to
*‘turn’’ cattle at the rate of two
and one - half per year, al-
though it would never be pos-
sible for all area feedlots to
maintain such acapacity sched-
ule,

For the people who say that
the High Plains may someday
be feeding all of the grain sor-
ghum it produces, and in fact
be in a positon of importing
feed for cattle, Thomas said
that even feeding 2,000,000 c at-
tle per year, the area would
have 100,000,000 bushels of
grain sorghum left over each

year,
Carrothers had pointed out
that Friona Feed Yards had

fed at the rate of 440,000 pounds
of grain per day, which is equal
to a 70-acre field of grain,
