Weather continues 
as thorn for area 
cotton farmers

Weather has become a bad word 
in the Cochran County farmers’ 
vocabulary.

Since the cotton season began, 
the weather has done nothing ex­
cept work against the area’s farm­
ers. When the farmers needed rain 
for their cotton it was hot and dry 
and when they needed dry weather 
to pick their cotton the farmers 
had nothing but moisture. All in 
all this has been a bad year for 
the area crop growers a* it is 
showing as they began to bring 
their cotton in to be ginned.

Homer Thompson, county agent, 
predicted that Cochran County 
would produce about 66.000 bales 
of cotton this year, which is about 
12.000 bales below last year’s 78,- 
000 bales.

Thompson also reported that the 
bad weather has made k especial­
ly hard on the drv land farmers. 
"Thompsun .said that most of the 
dry land would produce about one 
bale to every 20 acres, which is 
far below last year’s dry land pro­
duction.

Thompson also stated that only 
about 30-35% of the area’s cotton 
had been stripped and brought to 
the gins. Thompson said the main 
reason for the small percentage 
of harvested cotton was caused by 
the farmers waiting for the first 
freeze to come instead of defol­
iating as they did last year.

"Please pack parcel* solidly," 
was the plea of Pontmaster Cnme. 
The head of the Morion Post Of­
fice alao reminded hit patrons 
that the use of free "local" and 
"out-af-lmxn " separation band* 
will help move the mail* faster. 
The bands are available at the 
post office or from most letter 
carriers.

December 5 is Ihe luggesled 
deadline for mailing out-of-timn 
packages. "Don't worry about the 
parcels being delivered too early, 
just mark Don't Open I'nlil Christ- 
ma.--' on the front," Mr. Crone 
said.

A tightly staffed package, with 
nothing rattling around iiiaide, will 
have less chance of being damaged 
in transit, he iKited.

"M'hen packing a gift, remem­
ber that the package you send 
may be shipped on the bottom of 
a mail sack and there may be 
heavier packages on ti^. Among 
the relatively few packages that 
are damaged in transit, improper 
packaging is the greatetit factor," 
the postmaster cautioned.

Just to be on the safe side, the 
postmaster .suggests that all pack­
ages be insured.

He noted that poor packaging 
and addresses which are either in­
correct or not legible are respon­
sible for the non-delivery of alx>ut 
half a million parcels each year. 
If the return address is incorrect 
or illegible and the package can­
not be returned, it will be saved 
for 90 days, if uiKlaimed, the par­
cel is usually lost to the sender 
or intended recipient. Such par­
cels wind up in public auctions 
held at 15 major post offices ac- 
roas the nation.

All parcels should be address­
ed on only one side and should 
also have the address written on 
the inside of the package in case 
the exterior wrapping should 
come off.

Mr. Crone emphasized that ZIP 
Coding the addresses on parcels 
and letters helps insure against 
loss due to improper addressing. 
Since each area of the country has 
an individual ZIP Code, there is 
little chance of a piece of mail 
destined for one city being directed 
to a city which may have a simi­
lar name. For example,'there are 
at least 26 possible areas around 
Ihe country which would have 
.Sprinfield in the address. Use of 
the proper ZIP Code would send 
the mail to the right post off.ee,

"We are asking everyone to be 
especially cooperative this holiday 
season. During the peak of the 
'rush' we expect that seven bil­
lion pieces of mail will flow throu­

gh the system and it lo>>ks at if 12 
billion p.x-ces vx ill be di-livered dur­
ing Ihe entire month of December. 
That's quite a bn of mail " 
pistmasier said.

years, and thousands of acres of 
gixxi fertile soil in the fresh ir­
rigation water area will be left 
without suitable water for irriga­
tion due to the continued pollution 
by "sump pus."

Several diuusand acres in the 
Ollagala area in which these eight 
counties are located, have al­
ready been ruined by the water 
becoming polluted by "sump pits”  
It appears that most all the area 
will be ruined for irrigation unless 
some agency or board is given the 
necessary authority to close them 
and issue any other needed otd- 
ers and regulations for the protec­
tion of our supply of fresh water.

We intend to keep working on 
this problem to get thi-- done. Oth­
er action reports will be given 
on any progri made.

(5) Deliberately understanding federal costs already incurred 
end understanding costs that wiH occur.

Food for Peace
Our stubborn farm problems are 

minor, compared with those of 
the Communists. Whereas crop 
failures have shaken the Commun­
ist hierarchy and lead to the down­
fall of Khrushchev. U.S. produc­
tivity could be one of most im­
portant defense weapons.

The grim reality Is that more 
than 1.5 billion people suffer from 
malnutrition. Population is in­
creasing at the rate of 115 mil­
lion a year, while death.s (even 
those from hunger) remove but 
.56 Million. Fastest growth rat­
es are fouad in “deficit" food 
areas — in Asia, Africa. Latin 
America. Nowhere in the world, 
but in North America, is the 
rise in food production keeping 
ahead of the population explosion. 
And here we are embarrassied over 
what to do with too much food 
and fiber.

Robert C. Liebenow, president 
of the Chicago Board of Trade, 
says that American food exports 
should be used as “effective in­
struments of foreign policy'’ in 
fighting Cemmunism. He believes 
that such shipments should be 
paid for out ^  foreign aid and 
national defense appropriations 
rather than farm aid funds.

To be effective, Mr. Liebenow 
says such a farm policy should 
(I) place increasing em^a.sLs on 
agricuHrual exports as a major 
instrument of foreign policy; (2) 
assist countries outside the Iron 
Curtain to develop modern and 
efficient agricultural production sy­
stems; (3) allocate Federal costs 
of farm programs more equitably, 
with food shipped abroad as for­
eign aid appropriated and paid 
for as foreign aid; and (4) con­
duct a study to consider establis- 
ment of food reserves which would 
be adequate to meet drought or 
other natural calamity needs, or 
war requirements, here or in other 
countries outside the Communist 
block.

This, he asserts. Is the way 
to peace.

has asked the Post Office IJepart- 
mem to issue a commemorative 
stamp in celebration of the in­
dustry's 150th anniversary which 
will occur m 1966 There is ample 
precedent for this — for example, 
such stamps have been issued in 
honor of the electric light, the tele­
graph. and the oil industry.

A stamp would help to draw at­
tention to gas' contribution to this 
nation's economy and to the liv­
ing standards of the j>euple. In 
late years, the industry’s expan­
sion has been truly spectacular. 
Top men in it see new and limit­
less horizons of opportunity. It is 
a highly verstaile fuel and energy 
source, both in the home and in 
business.

Beyond that, the indsutry is a 
splendid example of what inves­
tor-owned, taxpaying private enter­
prise means to the country. This 
is [larticularly important in the 
light of proposals in certain areas 
for municipal gas distribution sy­
stems.

Vandalism Big Problem
Vandalism which Wellington ex­

perienced a few weeks ago was not 
only the destruction of private lo­
cal propr*rty, it was also part of a 
problem that is of nationwide con­
cern.

Here a writer in the Fillmore, 
Calif., Herald looks at the parent's 
part in this problem:

What wan your reaction to the 
news last week that vandals had 
broken ouj a few hundred dollars 
worth of plate glass here in Fill­
more on Tuesday night? Did you 
“view with alarm?" Did you re­
mark that “ something ought to 
be done"? Or did you merely say, 
“ It was some livewire boys with 
nothing else to do who got a little 
excited. .So what, the windows 
were probably insured anyway'’’

It seems to us that somewh(>re 
along the line we are failing these 
young jieople who are turning to 
crime to gej their thrills. Either 
the home, the church or the school 
ha* failed to reach them. In most 
casea it is the home, the church 
and the .school can do little with­
out the support of the parents.

The wdllful destruction of proper­
ty ia not something to jmss over 
lightly Such acts can easily pass 
on to more serious crimes.

When boys travel in gangs, late 
at night, with their own or the 
family car, the more irresponsible 
ones become the leaders. A few 
dares lead to petty mischief, and 
all too often, this leads to break­
ing the law. And if they are not 
slopped we soon have a gang of 
hoodlums on our hands.

The jxilice can do little until the 
law is broken and even then they 
dread the ire of parents who "just 
know that my boy wouldn’t do a 
thing like that.’’

The 12th 
grade education is worth about 
three times the sixth The educa­
tion lev?el i* an average of all 
education backgrounds. This points 
out the fact that the graduate stu­
dent cannot help this town until 
we get the student to stay in 
school.

One o4 the prime concerns of

industry is the education of Ihe 
people in the area. One of the 
prime concerns of the college gra­
duate is that he moves to a loca­
tion where he ran find other peo­
ple who are on the same educa­
tional level a* he The college 
grad has certainly been a boom 
to the industrial field but he is not 
alone responsible for the success 
of the world.

It is fine to want greater edu- 
cali',:i beyond the high school but 
this alone will do little. We have 
studied this dropout problem but 
we have done little to do away 
with it. It costs U.S money —not 
because the state does not pay 
more average daily attendance— 
but beause of lost investor dollars. 
We will have to jjay more if more 
student* stay in school. But the 
higher the grade level the high­
er the pay. Think it over.

3. Wherever possible, add the 
ZIP Code to the addresses on the 
list. Because IP Codes speed your 
mail, alwa>.s include the cinle for 
your area in return address. This 
is rhe best way to inform friend.s. 
relatives and business associates 
of the code number for your area.

4 Determine your li.st of gift 
purchases which mu.si be mailed. 
Such planning allcws yoj to shop 
early when selections are great­
est and you can stock up on mail­
ing materials in ad.ance. Be sure 
to purchase enough material so 
that parcels will be parked secure-

Vote on cotton quotas 
scheduled for Dec. 15

The cotton quota vote coming 
up Dec. IS will mark the I2th 
consecutive year in which growers 
have voted on marketing quotas 
for their upland cotton crap, Ruth 
.McGee, Office .Manager. Cochran 
County ASC'S said today.

“ Beginning with the referendum 
on marketing quotas for the 19M 
crop, growers have approved quo­
ta.- for each year’s cotton crop,” 
she stated. “ In the vote last year, 
on quota* for the 1.464 upland cot­
ton crop. 94 percent of the grow­
ers voting approved quotas.”

By law, quotas must be pro­
claimed by the Secretary of Agri­
culture in years when the cotton 
supply exceeds normal The esti­
mated 1964-6S total rapply of up­
land cotton exceeds the e s tim a t^  
normal supply by 41 percent.

The carryover of upland cotton 
on August I of this year was 12 1 
million bales With 1964 crop yields 
indicated at a record high of i22 
pounds per acre, domestic usage 
pliM exports during this marketing 
year is expected to be less than 
the 1964 crop, the carryover is ex­
pected to increase to about 12 6 
million bales by August I, I96J 
A carryover this sue ha- been 
exceed*^ only once — in I9J6 

If at least two - thirds of the 
growers voting in the referendum 
approve quotas for the I96S up­
land corton crop, price support at 
a level within the range of (S to 
90 percent of pariD' tcill be avail­
able to growers who do rtot exceed 
the farm ’s acreage allotment, ad­
ditional price support ui the form 
of payments will be available to

growers who keep their acreage 
within the farm ’s ‘’domeanc allot­
ment," and marketing quota pe­
nalties will apply to any excess 
cotton produced on a fami. If 
more than one-lhird of the voters 
oppose quotas for the 1965 crop, 
the regular allotment program will 
remain in effect, and the price 
support will be available to grow­
ers who do not exceed their acre­
age allotments at SO percent of 
parity, as provided by law 

All farmers who engaged in the 
produenon of upland cotton in 1964 
are eligible to vote in the Dec. 
ISth rrferendum
