Sheriff Hazel Hancock has bor-
rowed an idea and applied it to
Cochran county's ‘“‘hot check™
prnblvm The sheriff is suggesting
that merchants buy rubber stamps
to use on the back of checks of-
fered to them in licu of cash

The sheriff obtained a small sup-
ply of the rubber stamps which
have been sold for 75 cents each
but does not plan to reorder. How-
ever, interested persons may get
a cup\ of the stamps and order
elsewhere from any regular stamp
dealer.

The stamps give the person who
cashes the check an outline of in-
formation to get from the person
cashing the check such as u'l'.vr
of hair, height, weight, drivers li-
cense number, sex, and so on T'his
information could prove invaluable
in case the person cashing the
check should need to be Im'dnd
and identified later.

The new federal aid to education bill — a measure which, of

its kind, is unprecedented in scope, cost, and purpose — is now
aw,

It remains to be seen how much further the federal government
will go in its invasion of the educational world — and what effect
there will be on local responsibility and authority. But, looking at the
statistics, it is difficult to see what need there is for the federal gov-
ernment to play a Big Brother role in the educational scheme of
things.

In the last decade, the Chamber of Commerce of the United
States reports, spending on public schools increased 157 per cent,
while enroliment rose only 43 per cent. About 95 per cent of the in-
creased spending came from local and state taxes and bonds, and
only 5 per cent from the federal government. Every sign indicates
that during coming years states and communities will have the re-
sources to meet educational needs and demands.

Federal aid to education, on a big scale, is simply part of the
trend toward giving more and more authority to the central govern-
ment. It is a trend that is gradually and surely destroying the tradi-
tional concept of the division of poewrs and responsibilities among
governments.

Pay and productivity

This Congress will be called upon to deal with organized labor's
demand for a further increase in the minimum wage, which is now
$1.25 an hour. Labor spokesmen have said that they are aiming at a
figure of $2. However, it is widely believed that this is a bargaining
stratagem and that they would be fairly well satisfied with $1.50.

James K. Hitt, president of the
American Association of Collegiate
Registrars and Admisions Of-
ficers, has just announced that the
job of getting into college this
year was even more difficult than
anticipated.

Clearly, college-bound youth fac-
es a crisis. Yet, this should be
looked upon more as a challenge
than as a tragedy.

Far
too many students and parents
think in terms of the Ivy League,
when a boy or a girl would get
just as sound an education else-
where, and be just as happy.

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With only four weeks remaining
in the regular session of the 59th
Texas Legislature, the inevitable
and controversial congressional re-
districting measure has been pass-
ed out of committee and adopted
by the House of Representatives.
As of Wednesday, May 5, the final
passage of this heated measure
must meet with House and Senate
approval in some version due to
the Supreme Court Order of “‘one
man — one vote.”

The long-awaited congressional
redistricting bill evidently does not
meet the wholeheated approval of
anyone, but a certain amount of
shifting and redrawing of present
congressional lines was necessary
to conform to Court stipulations.
The measure has been sent to the
Senate and from there it will be
sent to a Conference Committee
for final drafting.

Under the terms of HB67, the
redistricting measure, thinly-pop-
ulated East Texas would lose two
congressional districts. New seats
under the court ordered one-
man, one-vote principle are award-
ed Dallas, Houston, and an area
that includes portions of Bexar
(San Antonio) and other South
Texas Counties.

The 19th Congressional District
represented by George Mahon pre-
sently contains 424774 people,
\yihlk the proposed plan contains
422,571, Although there is little

change in population of the 19th
district, there are some new dis-
trict lines. Mahon will lose Bailey,
Lamb, Floyd, Crosby, Dickens,
and Mitchell counties, and will add
Midland County, the Texas Repub-
lican stronghold, to his district.

Any solution to the congressional
redistricting problem is not an
easy one, and in many respects not
a pleasing one, but if the Legis-
lature fails to draw up some work-
able plan, the federal courts will.
The tasks of Senatorial and Legis-
lative redistricting are still before
us and must be accomplished be-
fore the Regular Session ends or in
a Special Session. Any failure to
accomplish this would again leave
it to the discretion of the Federal
Courts.

Regarding legislative redistret-
ing, our four-county 90 District of
Yoakum, Hockley, Cochran and
Terry counties is 10,000 people
short of the required 64,000. This,
in effect, means we must pick up
one additional county. There is the
possibility that we, too, may have
our district altered by the loss of
a county or two with some south-
eastern shifting. I sincerely hope
that whatever plan evolves that it
is one which we can live with and
accept as the best possible solu-
tion. Population shortages in the
Panhandle may force some altera-
tion of our district. Committee ac-
tion on legislative redistricting is
expected to come next week,
