ton and maize.

He admits his venture in grow­
ing is something like a dream. Kel­
ly stands in the middle of his near­
ly completed greenhouse and .re­
calls the days I I  years ago when 
he farmed cotton on the land the 
structure now covers.

A single layer of three-quarter 
inch plexiglass, laced underneath 
by a thin skeleton of steel beams 
comprises Ihe majority of the 
building. The greenhou.se is one 
complete room measuring 20 feet 
wide and 150 feet long, rising to a 
maximum height of 14 feet where 
the roof forms seven gables.

Construction on the $80,000 pr«>- 
lect began July I and Is scheduled 
to be I'jcelving Its first plants by 
mid-September. By the time the 
first plants are In place. It will 
have cost horn $100,000 to defy na­
ture.

Several curious residervts of the 
area have come by to inspect Ihe 
greenhouse. The Cochran County 
Agent plans to show if to a team 
of visitors during the Cochran 
County Field Day to be held after

next month. The visitors may see 
a short, stocky man with thinning 
gray hair directing a crew of five 
or six men inside. That will be 
Kelly. They may .see a man setting 
beams in place with a tractor or 
measuring water pipe when they 
arrive. That will probably be Kel­
ly, too.

Though he is well into middle 
age, his quick blue eyes follow- 
each step in the construction of 
his greenhouse with all the eager 
alertr.''ss of a young boy with a 
new toy.

This is almost as it must be. 
for no blueprints or construction 
plans exist for the building. All 
the ideas for the constretion come 
from Kelly's inspections of other 
greenhouses and talks with qualifi­
ed builders. He admits that plar.s 
are often altered when it becomes 
clear that what he had in mind 
on one phase of the building dot's 
not work.

He Is quirk to say he is not ex- 
pei't on greenhouse* or growing 
crops at any time of Ihe year. The 
closest connection he had had with 
farming since 195$ has been the 
M Or M feet between bis crop

dusting plane and the fields he 
sprays for a living.

The idea for building the green­
house came to him after reading 
an article on greer.houses in a farm 
magazine two years ago. Since that 
time he has talked with people 
who own such houses and has read 
everything he can find on the sub­
ject, A greenhouse vegetable grow­
ers mcetir.g at Texas A&M in June 
gave him a tiiance to talk with 
greenhouse equipment suppliers.

“ I got a lot of my ideas from 
Sun Acres, a greenhouse owned by 
Furrs in Lubbock that covers two 
acres.”  he said.

"I take notes, too." he added, 
pulling from his pocket or.? of the 
little notebooks he seems to al­
ways carry with him. ‘ ‘I use this 
when something slumps me or 
keep information in my head."

Twenty-eight specially-made ga.s 
heaters will be placed inside the 
greenhouse to ket'p the surround­
ing temperature at the ideal BO to 
65 degree range. The excess warm 
air will be draw-ti out of the build­
ing by a system of 21 48-inch ex­
haust fans positioned along the 
north end. These fans will draw

fresh, air across about 2,000 square 
feet of c(x)!ing pads installed in 
the south end of the building. Kelly 
explair.ed that these pads, made 
of aspen pine much like home air 
conditioner pads, would help con­
trol tempeatures as well as humi­
dity.

An intricate system of 28 thermo­
stats and 21 humistats will he 
operated to insure Ihe proper at­
mospheric condUJon* in the air­
tight greenhouse at all times.

Forty-nine tw-o-inih p'astic tub­
es, each Llfl long, will serve as 
watering systems for the green­
house. Kelly pointed out that at- 
mospiheric conditions outside the 
greenhouse — humidity, tempe­
rature, and so on — would deter­
mine the amount of water ap­
plied to the ground each day since 
outside conditions would affect the 
water content of the air entering 
the building across the cooling 
pads.

A mulch of wood chips was plow- 
I'd-inlo the soil this week in order 
to keep the ground lixisc and open 
for air. In addition, 1300 pounds of 
fertilizer will be applied to the soil

days has lapised since the last 
inspiection.

b. AH piersons engaged in Ihe 
application of herbicides for hire 
must execute a surety bond in the 
pieral sum of Twenty Thousand 
($20,000 00) Dollars to be increased 
in the amount of Two Thousand 
($2.000 00) Dollars for each piece 
of equipment used to spray hor­
mone type herbicides for hire As 
an alternative to bond require­
ments herein, custom apipilier may 
subscribe for, and hold piolicy of 
Crop Damage Insurance in Ihe 
same amount as required by bond 
prm'isiun* set forth in this section. 
The requirements of such Crop 
Damage Insurance piolicies shall be 
prescribed by Ihe Commissioner. 
Only bonds on forms furrjshetl by 
the Department of Agriculture will 
be approved. All bond* must be 
on file with the Department of 
Agriculture before equipment will 
be inspiected.

C. Equipment Licenses: All air­
craft and ground equipment used 
to spray herbicides for hire must 
be licensed by an Inspiector of 
the Depiartment of Agriculture be­
fore such equipment is used to 
spray herbicides. A license will not 
be issued until the equipment has 
been inspiected and bonds have 
b«'en filed with the Depiartment of 
Agriculture. Equipment license 
tags must be kept with the equipi- 
mert at all times that the equipi- 
ment is used to spray herbicides.

A complete copiy of the Herbicide 
Regulation I-B is on file in the 
county agent's office. Anyone in­
terested in gaining more informa­
tion otv the provision* of the law 
is invited to come by the office 
in the County Activity Building in 
Morton.

Throw it 
beyond the victim and draw it to 
him so he can grasp it. If a boat 
is available, row to him andex- 
tend an oar. Maneuver the boat so 
the fictim can grasp the stern, 
then row to safety. Learn mouth- 
to-mouth resuscitation. It saves 
lives.

On establishing a home ir Delias 
two years before Ihe first two 
radroads arrived in 1*72-73 — the 
takeoff point in the evolutxm ol 
Dallas as a meiropolia — Col 
Slaughter plunged into the wt-ll- 
mundesj dc'velopmem of the com- 
munilv

Ranking caught his interest, as 
it did that of his fellow cattlemarv. 
Col. John N Simpson, who hid 
also moved to Dalla* In 1173 he 
helped organize Ihe Cay Bank lat­
er I ilv National, and in IH-M he 
was the e-ganizer of the American 
Nalxma' These were pioneer units 
in what ir 1919 became bv subse­
quent mergers the First National 
Bank in Dallas.

Col. Slaughter was also a large- 
scale developer of Dallas CTiy 
property. His 'even-story S'aughter 
Building on Main was a notable 
skvNirapi'r of the p« "kid.

But It was as the leading Bap­
tist layman in Texas — and as 
the foremost phi'«r"hn*oist in Dal­
las — that Co. Slaughter won his 
most-lasting renown.

He was honored bv the Baptist 
Ce-neral Convention of Texas by 
being named its president. He was 
elected the second president of the 
Baptist Memorial Hospital ir Dal­
las. now the Baylor University 
Medical Center. He gave the ini­
tial $75.ono that launched this hoa- 
p tal complex and lair- augmented 
that gift by many more thousands 
of dollars A lot of other religious, 
educational and welfare causes al- 
»o drew strength fmm his genero­
sity.

Col. Slaughter was not given 
much to public sp«‘aking or writ­
ing. There was no bravado in his 
makeup and he wax -reticent, not 
to say modest, considering his ac­
hievements and his outreaching na-

Dear Editor;
One day, back in 1859. a circuit 

rider judge asked a prisoner to 
rise and face the court for sen­
tencing. The prisoner got to his 
feet and stood there facing the 
judge, knowing what the sentenre 
would be: “ I sentence you to hang 
by your neck until dead!”

There was nothing unusual about 
this procedure; it happened almost 
every day during this period of 
our growing country.

However, did you know that dur­
ing World War II, thousands of 
men were "sentenced” to become 
half dead? I know this to be a 
fact, because I am one of the men 
so "sentenced.”  I have lived with 
these men periodically ir several 
different Veterans Administraion 
Hospitals for 20 years, I refer to 
the neuropsychiatric sections of 
these hospitals.

For several years we had a ra­
ther rough situation. We had very 
few doctors and many chronically 
ill i>atients. The observations, ex­
periences and treatment during the 
years before tranquilizers would 
be difficult for most people to be­
lieve (if 1 was capable of describ­
ing them adequately.) The use of 
strait jackets, padded cells and 
leather cuffs for restraint and pro­
tection of the patient; the assem­
bly-line method for electric and 
insulin shock treatments were a 
reality.

We have come a lorg way. We 
have a long way to go. I am one 
of the fortunate few to become 
well enough to qualify for the VA 
Community Care Program. This 
achievement permitted me to leave 
the hospital and live among fami­
ly and friends. The program al­
lows me to return to the pursuit of 
an average life.

With military personnel retuiTr 
ing from Vietnam, more such pa­
tients are being released f.'om 
VA Hospitals. Therefore, the jseo- 
p!e of this area need to become 
aware of the Community Care Pro­
gram.

The VA Community Care Pro­
gram is a two-way street. First, 
of cots'se, the patient must be well 
enough to know haw to properly 
conduct himself In the community. 
Then, the community must be edu­
cated to the extent it can ac­
cept the patient. Acceptance is the 
key word. If the patient cannot 
feel he has been accepted, then 
he cannot make the grade, regard­
less of his effort.

The patient remains under the 
supervision of the hospital through 
a Veterans Administration repre-

Yes. wc are a nation born and 
nurtured in VMilence.

Perhaps never in our history has 
there been so much sadism, such 
wanton cruelty against persons, 
flUKrant disregard fur moral stan­
dards, defiance of law or refusal 
of curative community effort to 
cleanse society's wour/3a after­
ward. Everyone'* business has be­
come nobody’s affair.

We still support the theory that 
the individual is greater than the 
mass but are intimidated by group 
action. We go overboard in pro­
tecting rights of the individual 
against society when his acts are 
directed toward death, irdignlty 
and the callousness of rape, or 
theft from that .same society. Sa­
dism and brutality today originate 
(rom both sides of the track. The 
"wrong side” and the ghettos, from 
which have come some of our fin­
est citizens to disprove the in­
fluence of environment, carnot be 
equated with acts of violence by 
persons from an initially superior 
economic and cultural fevci.

A portion of the blame can be 
plaiced upon the home ar.d its in- 
Hucnce directly through teaching, 
and most importantly through chil­
dren’s observation of parental ac­
tions and ethics. Some fault of mo­
dern society is properly attributed 
to mobility and affluence. There is 
a lack of home ard schixil dis­
cipline from near-universal rejec­
tion pf corpc'al punishment and 
the ego development fallacy. Other 
faulf can be laid to trial delays, 
to jury wrist slapping, or to in­
adequate enforcement because of 
'measly budgets.

q Not Democracy but Mob Tactics
b F r^ o m  of speech is a cherished 
iighe. of'Americans, a right gua­
ranteed by the Cnnstitutinn. But 
there are limiXa on its exercise. 
The most common illustration of

this is the dictum of a chief justice 
of Ihe Supreme Court that no <>ne 
has a right to yel ' LVe”  ir a 
crowded Ibtater.

And surely no one would contend 
that the government — or anyoiK' 
else — has an obligalKin to furnuih 
a forum or hire a hall for the ex­
pression of opip.'on by any indivi­
dual or group. That it in effixt 
what is contended by those who 
made a scene of wild disorder lait 
of a legisialive hearing called by 
the House Committee on Un-Ameri­
can AvMvilie* in Washington.

To anyore who read accounts of 
thi* disgraceful affair nr saw the 
television films it was plain that 
this was a deliberate, calculated, 
contumacious attempt to create 
chaos. It was a cynically succe-is- 
ful effort to destroy the very op­
portunity for freedom of cxp'ession 
that the disrupters professed to 
seek.

As a usual thing, congressional 
committee hearings on pendir.j leg­
islation are sedate and often tedi­
ous proceedings. They are intended 
to offer a change fur witnesses to 
give their views as to why a p'w 
posed law should or should not be 
passed Often they lead to addi- 
tiors, deletions or other changes 
that improve a biH as it has b^n 
written. Certainly they serve a use­
ful and essential purpose in law­
making. and the least that can be 
expected is that those present con­
duct themselves in orderly fashion.

The one Wednesday was any­
thing but orderly. Unruly specta­
tors booed the repre.sentatives of 
Congresj and cheered the studied 
impertinence and near insolence of 
witnesses. Lawyers who should 
have more respect for the process­
es of lawmaking vied with each 
other to defy the chairman's gavel 
and disrupt the proceedings before 
one was forcibly elected and the 
others staged a walkout.

And it was all pre-planned, as is 
shown by the fact that one of the 
departing lawyers distributed al­
ready prepared press releases giv­
ing reasons for the action.

So cortroversial has been the 
HUAC and so strong the campaign 
mounted aginit it that it is well 
that the American people have got 
this view of it and of the type 
and tactics of some of its detract­
ors. Regardless of what may have 
taken place in the past, this time 
the committee obviously was per­
forming a legitimate function. Very 
clearly it was rot dealing with ex­
pressions of opinion, or in any 
ways with suppression of dissent 
from American policies, but with 
overt acts to aid an enemy — like 
sending blood, money ard supplies 
to the Viet Cong.

Said Arthur Kinov, the lawyer 
who was hauled bidily from the 
hearing room when he refused to 
pipe ^wn. " I ’m committed to the 
premise that a democracy is bas- 
otl upon the ultimate right r>f the 
peop'c to make their own decisions 
on any questior.. If I'm wrong 
about that I'm wrong about every­
thing."

We, like most Americans, are 
wmmiticd to the same premise. 
But Mr, Kinoy was wrong — dead 
wrong — in the way he professedly 
was attempting to uphold that con­
cept He was using the melhixis 
not of a democracy but of mob 
rule.
